On behalf of California Rural Service Area No. 1, Inc., a California
corporation/US Cellular (“Applicant”), we respectfully appeal to the Board of
Supervisors the above referenced decision and subsequent findings adopted by the
Planning Commission (“PC”) on December 17, 2009.
