The biodiesel industry has experienced significant price swings as the 
price of gasoline has fluctuated,  and also in response to the general economic downturn. Many producers are no 
longer producing and the remainder are threatened.  

Yokayo Biofuels is a local company that produces and sells biodiesel. Without the subsidy, the emerging biodiesel 
industry, particularly small operations that depend on recycling used fryer oil, will be severely impacted. The 
community will lose the benefit of a company that converts a waste product into a usable product that helps meet 
state recycling mandates, reduces dependence on fossil fuels and provides local employment. 

H.R. 4213 was introduced and passed by the House last year, but the Senate did not take action prior to 
adjournment.

 AGENDA TITLE: Introduction and Waive Reading of an Ordinance Amending Mendocino County 
Code Section 3.12 – The County Vehicle Policy  

 

 PREVIOUS BOARD/BOARD COMMITTEE ACTIONS:  Mendocino County Code Section 3.12 was adopted by 
the Board in October 2005; Prior to MCC 3.12, the County abided by Mendocino County Policy No. 26 which was 
adopted in 1993 and subsequently amended in May 2002 and October 2005. On January 5, 2010, the Board 
directed staff to bring the ordinance up for discussion regarding the exemption of public safety.  On February 9, 
2010, the Board of Supervisors directed staff to make changes to the current Ordinance.  

 SUMMARY OF REQUEST:  On February 9, 2010, the Board of Supervisors directed staff to return with 
suggested modifications to the current ordinance reflected the fact that public safety will no longer be exempt 
from compliance.  Based on the knowledge and expertise within the General Services Agency, the Board further 
directed that language within the Ordinance be changed from CEO to GSA Director.   

 The purpose of MCC 3.12 is to govern the responsibilities and rules for the use of County-owned and leased 
vehicles and privately owned vehicles used for County business. MCC 3.12 applies to County officers and 
employees, including elected and appointed department heads, and volunteers.
