Honorable Board of Supervisors: 
 
Traffic Study No. 10-01 was undertaken subsequent to the receipt of residents’ petition seeking to have the 
County post a prima facie speed limit on a portion of Comptche Ukiah Road in the vicinity of their homes.  
The subject section of road begins at the intersection of Little River Airport Road and extends for 
approximately one-half mile to the west.  An Engineering and Traffic Survey evaluating the requested 
speed zone was conducted during January and February of this year.    
 
Traffic volumes in this area are light, estimated to be in the range of 600 vehicles per day, the survey was 
able to sample only forty-four vehicles during an hour and fifteen minutes.  This is well below the industry 
standard rate of one hundred vehicles per hour.  Also, there have been no reported accidents here in over a 
decade providing no measure for any future improvement in traffic safety.  Typically, these circumstances 
would lead to a recommendation of not establishing a speed zone.  However, under Mendocino County 
Code Section 15.40.040 the Road Commissioner has found that the citizens’ petition constitutes a 
meritorious request for this half-mile of concentration of residential occupancy only.  
 
The Mendocino County Board of Supervisors has not previously adopted a prima facie speed limit for this 
section of road.  The Department of Transportation has prepared a Resolution for the Board’s 
consideration that accepts the findings and recommendations of Traffic Study No. 10-01.

The Forest Highway (FH) Program was established with the passage of the Federal Highway Act 
of 1921.  Over the history of the program, states containing National Forests have designated 
Forest Highways under the direction of the Federal Land Highway Division in order to provide 
public access to National Forests and benefit the forest, states, and local communities.  Currently, 
there are approximately 2,964 miles of roadway in California that are designated as Forest 
Highways. 
 
Under this program, FHWA will complete all design, NEPA clearance and construction of the 
selected projects.  Once the projects are complete, FHWA will turn them over to the agencies with 
jurisdiction for future maintenance.  Due to federal funding requirements, right-of-way acquisition 
must comply with the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act 
of 1970 and is the responsibility of the Cooperator.  A cost estimate for the acquisition of right of 
way has yet to be determined.  The County is coordinating with the National Forest Service, the 
County of Glenn, and Caltrans District 1 to document support from appropriate agencies.

Mendocino County, in conjunction with the five other counties that encompass the Mendocino National Forest Lands, 
are pursuing a coordinated effort to stop the environmental degradation of our forest lands and harm to wildlife that is 
occurring as a result of the dumping of trash, agricultural implements such as irrigation pipe, chemicals and other 
materials.    
 

We are requesting that the United States Forest Service consider options to prevent the further damage to these 
resources which are important to all of us.   Specifically, we would like you to review enhancing your use regulations 
and permit requirements to prohibit persons other than in-holders or Forest Service lessees from bringing products 
that are not necessary for short term recreation into the Forest. Items such as irrigation pipe, chemicals, and other 
types of farming equipment should not be necessary for short term camping or other forms of recreation.   
 

In addition, information stations or checkpoints at the various entrances to the Mendocino Forest would provide 
visibility and the necessary inspections to verify whether persons entering the Forest have permits for any such items 
and are in compliance with those permits. It is clear that the Forest Service has the ability to stop vehicles temporarily 
at an information station or checkpoint to ensure compliance with the allowable permits and all rules and regulations 
under jurisdiction of the Forest Service. Information regarding the forest and environmental concerns could also be 
provided to those who utilize and recreate on forest lands.   
 

We are willing to assist in any way we can to implement the above suggestions.  The Mendocino National Forest is a 
precious resource to all of us, and the protection of the natural environment and wildlife is our primary focus.

Department of Transportation (MCDoT) 

Director’s Report – March 15, 2011 
 

•  Traffic Control (Flagger) Training:  On March 9 & 10, 2011, all MCDoT road staff, which 
included some recent MCDoT hires, as well as some engineering staff participated in “Traffic Control 
for Safe Work Zones” training – renewal of Traffic Control (Flagger) certification is required every two 
years. 
 
• Airport Activities:  Tom Peters & Bob Morgan are working on ground lease agreements and 
hangar contract updates.  Staff is also processing a request for proposals (RFP) to hire an aviation 
consultant with the expertise to prepare the ten-year updates to airport master plans, which are past due. 
 
• Landfill Activities:  Staff is working on a five year cycle of constituents of concern (COC) 
testing.  The extra testing this quarter is at three of the county’s closed landfills.  The additional COC 
tests will also be required at the last quarter of 2011, then normal quarterly testing resumes. 
 
• Road Division Activities:  MCDoT Road Division personnel have some relief from heightened 
winter maintenance activities and are moving forward with spring plans. Crews will return to a 4 days / 
10 hours a week work schedule, with the return of the “old” daylight savings time, on April 4, 2011 – 
the new three week earlier daylight savings time just doesn’t work for us. 
 
• Pothole Season: Many calls are coming in about potholes this time of year.  The ground is 
softest in March as the winter’s rains have soaked into the soil and the ground water is high.  The wheels 
push out week areas that would otherwise hold in dry weather and we get lots potholes all at once.  The 
traveling public calls our office and the crews do their best to systematically and efficiently move 
through an area to patch rather than dash around responding to individual calls.  We tell people that 
crews we be notified and will respond as promptly as possible when they are in their area. 
 
Another complaint often heard is “this whole road needs repaved.” Or, “that other road was repaved; 
why not mine?”  The answer to this question is more complicated, in short it amounts to this:  “On 
System” roads make up 10% of the total system and can receive Federal money.  That is why some of 
our roads were recently paved.  The rest of the road system is considered off the federal system “Off 
System” and get a share of available funds, which are limited and insufficient to keep the roads properly 
maintained.  So when the traveling public says these roads are beyond patching and ask: “would it not 
cost less in the long run to keep the roads in a state of good repair rather than let them fall apart then 
rebuild?”  The answer is that the traveling public is correct; it would have cost less to have done more 
maintenance in the long run.  In general the textbook says that pavement should last 21 years before 
repaving, crack sealing pothole patching should occur "as needed" in between.   
 
So, if one managed their pavement by the book we would pave, chip seal at 7 and 14 years and then 
pave again at 21 years.  However, the problem is that for years now transportation funds have lost 
buying power (costs have skyrocket) so that continued temporary maintenance is all we can do.  The 
Mendocino County Department of Transportation (MCDoT) does get additional grant program moneys.  
These moneys (Prop. 1B, ARRA) have allowed approximately an additional $2 million a year for 
pavement work in the past three years; which has allowed for about 4 miles of pavement overlay and 10 
miles of chip seal per year, but spread out over 650 miles it does not go far enough.  And with the 
present budget crisis, those pavement funds are "uncertain" going forward.  Thus, we will continue to 
live with pothole season and lots on calls this time of year.

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MENDOCINO COUNTY GENERAL SERVICES AGENCY (GSA) 
 

GENERAL LIABILITY INSURANCE COST ALLOCATION METHOD 
The General Liability Insurance Cost Allocation Method used by the County of Mendocino is a 
method approved by the State Controller/Auditor with authority to approve Cost Plans. Risk 
Management is characterized as an Enterprise/Internal Service Fund and is a Division of General 
Services Agency. The information below describes the general liability cost allocation method 
applied by the County of Mendocino, and how the allocation is calculated for individual budget 
units. 
 
The formula that is used to determine the allocations is as follows: 
 

Total Risk Budget = Insurance Premiums + Risk Management Operational Costs 
 
The factors that contribute to these components of the allocation are the insurance premiums, 
which are influenced by the County’s claims experience and current insurance industry trends, 
and Risk Management’s operational costs, which include: salaries, legal fees, vehicle collision 
repair costs, judgment and damages expenses (paying litigation claims), costs to operate other 
Risk related programs and general overhead costs. 
 
The individual general liability charges for each budget unit are calculated according to the 
following components which make up the budget unit’s portion of the allocation:  

• General Liability Experience: a five year reporting period of all 
incident/accidents and costs associated with Risk Management and General 
Liability payments 

• Square Footage: associated with the budget unit’s office space 
• Personnel Count: as reported by the County’s Position Allocation Table Report 
• Budgeted Travel: as defined in the Adopted Budget and actual charges in 

Grant funded budget units 
• Building Values: as listed on the County’s current property schedule and 

according to current market trends for replacement costs of the budget unit’s 
facility.  The County has appraisals completed on all of its properties every three 
(3) years 

 
The above components contribute to the charges for the general liability insurance cost 
allocation method.  A budget unit’s rate is based on eighty percent of costs stemming from the 
departments paid experience (actual monies paid out on claims) and twenty percent from the 
other factors such as the square footage, personnel count, travel budgets and the building 
values. 
 
The County Library paid a total of $148,427 in Fiscal Year 10/11 for General Liability (as shown 
on the attached spreadsheet).  The Library suffered a large claim in March 2004 where in the 
County paid out a total of $175,515.95 and the insurance company picked up the remaining 
$106,346.99.  The County has a $150,000 stop loss, however, the County paid an additional 
$25,518.95 due to policy exclusions.  The settlement payment was issued in January 2007 and 
the case was closed in March 2007.  This case will drop off the Library’s experience in FY 13/14 
at which time the Library will see a significant decrease in their premium.  If the Library suffers 
no additional significant losses between now and FY 13/14 and the General Liability program 
does not suffer an increase in premium, I am estimating the Library’s GL premium drop to 
$13,362. 



 
Auditor Comments 
 
During fiscal years 2008/09 and 2009/10, the Library paid reduced shares of their General 
Liability Insurance allocation, due to the availability of outside funding and the lack of funding 
from the County General fund.  The reductions were $200,000 in 2008/09 and $145,424 in 
2009/10, and will need to be reimbursed in the future as the economic outlook improves.

Summary:   The Mendocino County  library district expects a shortfall  in operating revenues for 
next  fiscal year and beyond of $160,000 or more which will  severely  impact operations.   The 
County Librarian requests the Board of Supervisors’ direction and input in looking at alternatives 
to continue to operate library services within the library district’s means, and Supervisor support 
for  layoffs  as  necessary.    The  Library  Advisory  Board  is  requesting  support  for  a  sales  tax 
ordinance of 1/8 cent to place on the November 2011 ballot. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
General.   The library district has 5 branches and one traveling branch, the bookmobile. 
(See addendum for map of all library district service points.) 
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Branch  libraries  are  located  in  Point  Arena,  Ukiah,  Willits,  Fort  Bragg  and  Covelo  and  the 
bookmobile serves both  inland and coast on a monthly schedule.   The  library  is staffed by 4.5 
professional staff (with Master’s degrees  in Library Science)  including the County Librarian and 
by  eight para‐professionals  and one  clerical worker.    In  addition, 203  volunteers  support  the 
branches with daily duties. 
 
Library Advisory Board. The Library Advisory Board (LAB) is the board appointed by the Board of 
Supervisors to advise them on matters related to the library.  The LAB is made up of five district 
representatives  and  4  city  representatives  (Fort Bragg,  Point Arena, Willits,  and Ukiah).    The 
County Librarian is a non‐voting board member. 
 
Friends of the Libraries.  There are six Friends Groups who support their local branches.  These 
groups are: Friends of the Coast Community Library, Ukiah Valley Friends of the Library, Friends 
of the Willits Library, Friends of the Fort Bragg Library, Friends of the Round Valley Library and 
Friends of the Bookmobile.  The Friends of the Round Valley Library and the Friends of the Coast 
Community Library have raised funds to buy and renovate facilities to house their branches and 
the Friends of the Fort Bragg Library raised enough money to pay for a major renovation of the 
Fort Bragg  facility.    The other  Friends have  all  contributed  considerable  funds  for books  and 
materials and other operation funding. 
 
Revenues.   
 
The library district receives no unrestricted general fund revenue. Its local funding comes from a 
designated tax assessment which cannot be re‐directed to any other purpose.   The majority of 
the funding for the library district comes from this assessment 
 
Revenue  comes  to  the  district  from  five major  streams:  local  property  tax  assessment,  state 
funding, fines and fees, interest and donations.  The chart below illustrates the percentages the 
library district gets from each. 
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Other Funding.   For 2010 – 2011,  the Friends of  the various  libraries are providing  complete 
support  for  the  supplies  and  the  books  and material  budget  for  each  branch  in  addition  to 
furniture  and  programming  and meeting  other  branch  library  needs.    Generally  the  Friends 
groups pay for supplementing each  library branch’s book budget, programming, furniture, and 
any other equipment or costs beyond the routine.  They have done so for decades. 
 
Below is a chart of the past and projected district revenues beginning 2006‐2007: 
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Most of  the drop  in  revenue  for  the past  few years  is  from  the declining state  funds.   Staff  is 
hopeful the revenues of the library district should stabilize within the next two years. However, 
with the dramatic elimination of the revenues from the State, the library district will continue to 
need  to  adjust  to  less  revenue  for  the  foreseeable  future  unless  we  can  restructure  our 
operations.   Revenue growth will   be dependent on growth  in the assessment or  if the county 
citizens enhance the library’s revenue.  
 
 
Expenditures.   
 
Staffing  Levels.    To  the  right  is 
the  chart of Funded FTE, as per 
the Final Budgets.  As of pp 1/11 
the  FTE  funded  is  13.10.    To 
meet  available  revenues,  this 
number  needs  to  drop  by 
possibly  up  to  five  FTE.  (An 
average  cost  of  a  library 
employee  is  $67K  including 
benefits.)    This  may  leave  the 
library  to  operate  5  locations 
and a bookmobile with less than 
1.2  per  branch  including 
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administrative and clerical support.  This would be a drop of over 50% for operations from 2004 
when the district libraries were open five days per week.   
 
Note  on  Supervisor  to  Staff  ratios  in  the  library  district.    The  library  district  operates  five  public  facilities  and  a 
bookmobile.    The  greatest  distance  between  branches  is  114 miles  one way.  Only  three  of  the  branches  have  a 
Masters‐degreed  librarian who also acts as a  lead worker  to handle  issues on  site.   There  is no one performing a 
primarily supervisory or management role with the exception of the County Librarian. 

 
Volunteers.    The  library  currently  has 
approximately 203 active volunteers, who 
average two to five hours per week doing 
check  out,  check  in,  shelving,  mending, 
janitorial  and  other  general  duties.  
Because they volunteer, the major cost to 
the  district  is  supervisory  time.    The 
current ratio of volunteers to staff is 18 to 
1.    Because  of  the  number  of  volunteers 
supervised,  staff  time on  staff‐only duties 
is  stretched.    Without  the  use  of 
volunteers  the  library branches  could not 
remain open even with the current funded 
FTE.

Operation Costs.   Percent of total expenditures spent on building operations.   The first chart 
below shows the cost for each branch1 not including staff, administration, or other system wide 
expenditures.  With all the branches remaining open, many of the fixed costs for operation will 
only lower slightly or remain stable, leaving the necessary expenditure reductions to be made in 
the salaries and benefits series as indicated in the second chart below.

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1 These costs include utilities, communications, janitorial, maintenance of building and equipment, books and 
materials specific to branch. 
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Retirement.    The  library  district  will  be  paying  its  portion  of  the  new  retirement 
assessment, whatever that turns out to be. 
 
ALTERNATIVES FOR THE FUTURE 
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July - Dec 2010 Libraries  across  the  nation 

and  in  California  are  coping 
with  the  downturn  in 
revenues in various ways.  So 
far  there  is  no  survey 
available  identifying  the 
most  prevalent  strategy.  
Most are reducing hours and 
staffing and many are closing 
less  used  branches  or 
branches  which  are 
geographically  close  to  one 
another.  Because of the size 
and  terrain  of  the  county 

closing a branch is not a recommended alternative.  However, to the left is a chart showing the 
level of checkouts per branch, suggesting the workload level, which is one major metric libraries 
use to evaluate branch use.2,3

3 The Bookmobile’s stops last from ½ to one hour per stop, so the chart number is not equivalent with other branches 
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Alternatives  without  any  revenue  enhancement:    Without  any  significant  changes  to  the 
revenue stream for the library district, hard choices will have to be made in order to operate all 
six branches.  All of the options below need further investigation to see if they are viable. 
 

1) Alternating Staff/Library Hours.    In order to keep all branches with some open hours, 
several  library  jurisdictions  share  staff  between  branches,  and  alternate  hours.    This 
would  be  done  for  coastal  and  inland  libraries.    Coastal  libraries  would  share  staff 
between  Point Arena  and  Fort Bragg  and  Inland  libraries will  share  staff between  all 
three inland libraries.  Library hours will continue to be curtailed and several staff will be 
laid off. 

2) Requesting monies  from  the  cities.    In order  to  keep  service  at  a  level  similar  to  FY 
10/11  the  Cities  will  be  asked  for  one  day  of  service  costs  per  week.    The  cities 
contacted would be Ukiah, Willits, Fort Bragg and Point Arena. 

3) Turning certain libraries over to the cities with their portion of tax revenues and leaving 
countywide efforts coordinated by County staff or looking to the new Siskiyou model as 
developed for Siskiyou County.4 

4) Restricting hours further in each library by cutting staff hours.  Scheduling in tune with 
each  community  regardless  of  any  other  library/community  schedule.    Possibly  the 
bookmobile could provide some supplementary service.   Most staff would be reduced 
to part‐time and some staff would be laid off. 

5) Contracting with Sonoma County or the NorthNet library system for operations. 
6) Privatization  of  the  libraries.    The  County will  seek  private  providers  to  operate  the 

library. 
 

Regardless of these choices, the library district needs to continue to focus on areas which retain 
or expand service options with minimal money and staff.  There are two areas which will benefit 
in particular: 
 

1) Use of self‐checkout to allow patrons more self‐service options. 
2) More  focus on virtual services such as ebooks, emagazines, downloadable audiobooks 

and databases.  The library district has just received notice of a grant to pursue ebooks 
and alternatives and staff believes that electronic publishing will be a  large part  in the 
future of the libraries. 

 
In  addition,  targeted  recruitment  and  training  of  qualified  volunteers will  be  on‐going.    The 
library district  is working with  the State Library  to  focus recruitment on  those volunteers who 
can  give enough hours per week  to minimize mistakes  and need  for  intense  supervision  and 
direction  by  paid  staff.    Mendocino  County  Library’s  policy  is  that  volunteers  should  be 
supervised by staff in order to maintain the Library’s agreement with Sonoma County and Lake 
County for use of their database of books and customers. 
 
 

                                                           
4 The Siskiyou Model  is a new model of  service developed by  library  consultants George Needham and  Joan Frye 
Williams  for Siskiyou County.   This model  is based on a central warehouse and outlying service points model.   The 
County bears the cost of the warehouse, delivery and automated card catalog and  individual  locations have service 
based on what supporters and municipalities can afford.  Options  include: Drop‐off sites,  library to‐gos, bookmobile 
stops and branches. 
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Revenue enhancement. 
 
The Library Advisory Board (LAB) desires to bring forward a sales tax  initiative  in November of 
2011.    They  propose  a  1/8  cent  tax  countywide  and  expect  revenues  of  an  estimated 
$1,370,000.  They are requesting that the Board sponsors this measure. 
 
This would allow the library district to restore and expand open hours and greatly increase the 
purchase  of  books  and  other  items,  with  much  less  reliance  on  book  collections  of  other 
jurisdictions, especially as the Governor’s proposed budget eliminates funding for book‐sharing. 
 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTIONS 
 
To plan for the first alternative (share staff between branches) for next year while working with 
the LAB and key staff to hold a planning retreat and a series of meetings with the public in late 
March  and early April  to discuss whichever alternatives the Board would like staff to research.  
After this, the County Librarian would like to hold a workshop with the Board of Supervisors to 
discuss the most viable models of service.  
 
In any event, the County Librarian expects to come back to the Board with recommendations for 
lay off, on or before July 1st.
