 PREVIOUS BOARD/BOARD COMMITTEE ACTIONS:  November 30, 2010: The Board authorized 
sending a letter to the United States Postal Service expressing concern about the rumored closure of 
the Ukiah Main Post Office and encouraging public participation in the process.  

 SUMMARY OF REQUEST:  The United States Postal Service (USPS) announced at a meeting on 
February 23rd that it is recommending relocation of the Ukiah Main Post Office to the Ukiah Carrier 
Annex. The USPS has released a half page summary that shows the purported savings of the proposed 
relocation to Orchard Avenue in Ukiah. The USPS refuses to release the building survey or other 
supporting documentation which places the public at a disadvantage in responding to the information, 
much of which is questionable on its face. For example, if the Main Post Office building requires 
$780,000 in repairs, it is questionable that it can be sold for $600,000 as stated by the USPS.  

 
The Board has expressed concern that the USPS may close, consolidate or relocate other post offices in 
Mendocino County. In response to a question at the February 23rd meeting a representative of the 
USPS said there were no plans for other closures, consolidations or relocations “at this time.” The 
requested letter also asks for clarification about possible future closures.

Dear Ms. Fernandez, 
 
On November 30, 2010, the Mendocino County Board of Supervisors requested that the United States Postal Service 
(USPS) conduct an open and public process regarding this issue. The USPS reply was non-responsive in that it merely 
acknowledged that relocation was under consideration and that local customers would be notified in advance of any 
changes. The point of our initial letter was to request meaningful involvement in the decision making process. 
 
On February 23, 2011, USPS representatives met with a group of local citizens and City of Ukiah and Mendocino 
County officials and presented a letter confirming the intention to “relocate” the Ukiah Main Post Office, which for 74 
years has been at the heart of the community. For all intents and purposes, this proposed action represents a closure 
and we shall refer to it as such. The proposed closure and relocation of postal services to the periphery of the 
community will have profound negative impacts on the downtown core.  
 
At the February 23rd meeting a sheet was presented allegedly documenting the cost savings of the proposed closure. 
The community members present were told that the underlying data is not available for inspection. It is completely 
unacceptable that the USPS intends to withhold this information from the local community. This refusal fuels the 
suspicion that the proffered numbers will not withstand scrutiny. For instance, it is alleged that the Main Post Office 
requires $780,000 in capital improvements, yet the USPS anticipates selling this single purpose building that requires 
major upgrades for $600,000.  
 
We renew the request that the USPS release the data that supposedly supports the recommendation to close the 
Ukiah Main Post Office. We also believe many of the current box holders and package service customers will resort to 
other options if the proposed recommendation is not reversed, likely resulting in an unanticipated loss of revenue to 
the USPS. 
 
We hereby state our strong support for the recent request by the City of Ukiah to conduct an independent assessment 
of the Ukiah Main Post Office facility. Refusal to honor this reasonable request will further call into question the 
accuracy of the USPS assessment of the building. 
 
We are equally concerned about the likely closure, relocation, or consolidation of other post office facilities in 
Mendocino County. In response to a direct question at the February 23rd meeting, the USPS officials present would 
only say there are no plans for closure “at this time.” We believe the citizens of our local communities are entitled to 
know if the USPS is in the process of evaluating closure of facilities that in many cases help to define their identity and 
sense of community. 
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In conclusion, we request release of the data on which the decision to close the Ukiah Main Post Office is based; 
support the request by the City of Ukiah to conduct an independent assessment; and reiterate the request for full 
disclosure of future plans for closure of USPS facilities in Mendocino County.

 PREVIOUS BOARD/BOARD COMMITTEE ACTIONS:  The Mendocino County Lodging Business 
Improvement District (BID) was established on May 16, 2006, through Ordinance No. 4170, which 
added Chapter 5.140 to the Mendocino County Code.  On March 1, 2011, the Board adopted 
Resolution 11-032, approving the Annual Report as submitted by the BID Advisory Board, and 
declaring the County’s intention to again levy an annual assessment in the District.  

 SUMMARY OF REQUEST:  To complete the BID renewal process for Fiscal Year 2011-2012, the Board is 
asked to adopt a Resolution confirming acceptance of the BID Annual Report.  Confirming acceptance 
of the BID Annual Report will levy a 1% gross rent assessment from lodging businesses within the 
District (within the boundaries of the unincorporated portion of the County of Mendocino and the 
incorporated area of the City of Fort Bragg, the City of Point Arena, the City of Ukiah, and the City of 
Willits) to be utilized in accordance with the Annual Report.  As stipulated in Section 36534 & 36535 of 
the California Streets and Highways Code, this confirmation is to occur after a public hearing in which 
protests can be heard.  MCC 5.140.250 requires that “the County and the Mendocino County Lodging 
Association (MCLA) shall enter into a contract prior to the expenditure of such (BID) funds… this 
contract shall provide for a fifty percent County match of the assessment collected and expended 
pursuant to this Chapter for the purpose of countywide promotion.”  It is expected that this contract 
will come before the Board in May, 2011; estimated cost of the required County match is $300,000.  A 
copy of the Annual Report and budget, as accepted on March 1, 2011, is on file at the Executive Office.

The Community Development Commission of Mendocino County (the “CDC”) administers the 
Economic Development Allocation- Community Economic Enterprise Fund Component of the 
State Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program for the County of Mendocino.  
The Enterprise Fund component provides funding for Business Assistance- including but not 
limited to loans to businesses for construction, land acquisition, equipment purchase, working 
capital, and start-up- and Microenterprise Assistance activities- which provides funding for 
such activities as technical assistance and training, microenterprise loans, façade 
improvement, and general support such as transportation and daycare.  
 
State Citizen Participation regulations require a Design Phase Public Hearing to initiate the 
annual CDBG funding cycle.  This Public Hearing was held March 1, 2011.  Regulations also 
require a public hearing for approval of application submittal to the State Department of 
Housing and Community Development (HCD).  That is the purpose of this public hearing. 
 
This year’s CDBG Economic Development Allocation- Community Economic Enterprise Fund 
Component Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) was issued on January 14, 2011 with 
applications due by March 28, 2011.  This year’s NOFA has a maximum of $500,000 available 
for the Enterprise Fund Component per jurisdiction, with the opportunity of doing one of the 
following general activities: Business Assistance or Microenterprise Assistance.  
 
The CDC has developed a local application process in cooperation with the County’s 
Executive Office.  This year, the CDC received one application from West Company to fund a 
Microenterprise Development Program within the unincorporated areas of Mendocino County, 
and the incorporated areas of Point Arena, Willits, and Ukiah.  The following is requested:

This program has 
created and/or retained nine jobs and assisted with the start-up or expansion of seven county 
businesses.  In their application, West Company proposes to utilize new funding to assist with 
the start-up or expansion of 12 businesses and create and/or retain 14 county jobs.

Department of Transportation (MCDoT) 

Director’s Report – March 15, 2011 
 

•  Traffic Control (Flagger) Training:  On March 9 & 10, 2011, all MCDoT road staff, which 
included some recent MCDoT hires, as well as some engineering staff participated in “Traffic Control 
for Safe Work Zones” training – renewal of Traffic Control (Flagger) certification is required every two 
years. 
 
• Airport Activities:  Tom Peters & Bob Morgan are working on ground lease agreements and 
hangar contract updates.  Staff is also processing a request for proposals (RFP) to hire an aviation 
consultant with the expertise to prepare the ten-year updates to airport master plans, which are past due. 
 
• Landfill Activities:  Staff is working on a five year cycle of constituents of concern (COC) 
testing.  The extra testing this quarter is at three of the county’s closed landfills.  The additional COC 
tests will also be required at the last quarter of 2011, then normal quarterly testing resumes. 
 
• Road Division Activities:  MCDoT Road Division personnel have some relief from heightened 
winter maintenance activities and are moving forward with spring plans. Crews will return to a 4 days / 
10 hours a week work schedule, with the return of the “old” daylight savings time, on April 4, 2011 – 
the new three week earlier daylight savings time just doesn’t work for us. 
 
• Pothole Season: Many calls are coming in about potholes this time of year.  The ground is 
softest in March as the winter’s rains have soaked into the soil and the ground water is high.  The wheels 
push out week areas that would otherwise hold in dry weather and we get lots potholes all at once.  The 
traveling public calls our office and the crews do their best to systematically and efficiently move 
through an area to patch rather than dash around responding to individual calls.  We tell people that 
crews we be notified and will respond as promptly as possible when they are in their area. 
 
Another complaint often heard is “this whole road needs repaved.” Or, “that other road was repaved; 
why not mine?”  The answer to this question is more complicated, in short it amounts to this:  “On 
System” roads make up 10% of the total system and can receive Federal money.  That is why some of 
our roads were recently paved.  The rest of the road system is considered off the federal system “Off 
System” and get a share of available funds, which are limited and insufficient to keep the roads properly 
maintained.  So when the traveling public says these roads are beyond patching and ask: “would it not 
cost less in the long run to keep the roads in a state of good repair rather than let them fall apart then 
rebuild?”  The answer is that the traveling public is correct; it would have cost less to have done more 
maintenance in the long run.  In general the textbook says that pavement should last 21 years before 
repaving, crack sealing pothole patching should occur "as needed" in between.   
 
So, if one managed their pavement by the book we would pave, chip seal at 7 and 14 years and then 
pave again at 21 years.  However, the problem is that for years now transportation funds have lost 
buying power (costs have skyrocket) so that continued temporary maintenance is all we can do.  The 
Mendocino County Department of Transportation (MCDoT) does get additional grant program moneys.  
These moneys (Prop. 1B, ARRA) have allowed approximately an additional $2 million a year for 
pavement work in the past three years; which has allowed for about 4 miles of pavement overlay and 10 
miles of chip seal per year, but spread out over 650 miles it does not go far enough.  And with the 
present budget crisis, those pavement funds are "uncertain" going forward.  Thus, we will continue to 
live with pothole season and lots on calls this time of year.

CEAC holds a concurrent fall 
conference with CSAC (California State Association of Counties) and a concurrent spring 
conference with the League of California Cities - rotating south to north; this year we are at the 
San Diego location.  CEAC membership also includes dues for NACE (National Association of 
County Engineers) and affiliation with CSAC for the sharing of legislative lobbyists’ services.  
The opportunity to meet and discuss common issues with other Engineers and Transportation 
officials from surrounding counties is very beneficial.  The following sessions are on my 
schedule:

1. Community Workshop #2 for “Design Study – Master Plan” for the congested area 
on North State Street just south of the U. S. Highway 101 interchange at the 
Crossroads Shopping Mall (Raley’s anchor tenant): MCDoT’s traffic specialty 
consultant - Omni-Means, Ltd. will be conducting a semi formal presentation on 
Thursday, March 31, 2011 at the County Administration Center, Board of Supervisor 
Chambers, from 5:15 PM to 7:00 PM. 

 
The workshop will provide a forum for input from the community on their concerns 
and/or support for potential transportation improvements within the study area. Several 
possible solutions based on input from the first public meeting will be presented. 

 
2. Community Workshop #1 for South Ukiah Single Route Engineering Design 

Project: MCDoT’s design consultant -Winzler & Kelly will hold Public Charette – 
Tuesday, April 12, 2011 at 5:00 to 8:30 pm, the meeting will be held at Grace Hudson 
School near the project site.  

 
The public and stake holders will have the opportunity to provide input on engineering 
designs, plans, specifications and estimates to South Ukiah Single Route Design which is 
intended to extend the 2000 South State Street improvements with a dedicated center 
turn lane.  The continuous center turn lane is expected to reduced rear-end collisions as 
would be expected by preventing turning motions from the main traffic lane.  The plan 
will also provide for an addition of sidewalks and bike lanes.

North State Street Calpella “Town Square”:  MCDoT’s Community Planning 
specialty consultant - Design Community & Environment, Inc (DC&E), will be 
conducting an open house style “drop by when you can” workshop on Monday, May 4, 
2011 at the Calpella Elementary School from 5:15 PM to 7:00 PM. 

 
The DC&E team has already conducted a series of prescheduled focus groups, which 
included Calpella business owners (including a representative from the Mendocino 
Redwood Company), targeted community members, the principal of Calpella School, a 
bilingual member of the local Hispanic Community, elders and youth.  Those discussions 
address their vision and ideas for improving traffic safety and pedestrian mobility, in 
support of an establishment of a town center that beautifies and invigorates the area.  
DC&E met with these focus group participants in conjunction with the Existing Urban 
Design Conditions Analysis site visits over the past three months.  These small group 
meetings enabled DC&E to gain a better understanding of the economic climate, traffic 
and circulation concerns, and any other potential issues that may be relevant to the area. 
 
The purpose of the planning Community Workshop is to present ideas from the focus 
group to the general public on ways to improve pedestrian, bicycle, and motorized traffic 
access along Moore Street/North State Street. The Community Workshop will also allow 
for public feedback.

SUBJECT: Enhancement of Customer Service, Streamlining the Permit Process, and 

Fostering Interdepartmental Collaboration  
 
 
Background 
 
On December 13, 2010, the Mendocino County Board of Supervisors received a presentation 
on the “Sunnyvale Model”, as a successful jurisdictional example of enhanced customer service 
and improved permit processing delivered through a “One Stop” Permit Center.  Staff was 
directed to explore the applicability of the Sunnyvale Model to Mendocino County, with a report 
back to the Board in 60 days for further discussion and direction, based on staff findings. 
 
The Department of Planning & Building Services (PBS), Department of Transportation’s Land 
Improvement Division (DOT), and the Health & Human Services Agency’s Environmental Health 
Land Use Division (EH) were identified as Mendocino County’s primary partners.  Nash 
Gonzalez, Howard N. Dashiell, and Stacey Cryer formed a committee to begin researching the 
positive attributes of Sunnyvale’s process.  It was quickly determined that while the Sunnyvale 
Model represents one specific and concrete example of enhanced customer service and 
streamlined permit processing, other examples abound.  With this perspective, the Sonoma 
County Permit Resource Management Department (PRMD) was identified as another model 
that would provide relevant perspective related to an improved process.  The work of this 
committee culminated with County staff visiting both Sonoma County PRMD and Sunnyvale, to 
meet with counterparts, experience their enhancements, and identify successful characteristics 
that might reasonably be implemented in Mendocino County. 
 
The Sunnyvale Model 
 
In 1984, the City of Sunnyvale established a One-Stop Permit Center, reputed to be the first of 
its kind.  This center allows the City to provide fast and convenient development- related 
services, including obtaining permits, licenses, information related to developing properties, and 
information regarding the operation of businesses.  This effort is supported by staff from their 
Community Development, Public Works, and Public Safety Departments, and results in fast and 
convenient services.   
 
 
 
By coordinating customer contacts, providing development services in a central location, and 



streamlining the permitting process, Sunnyvale is able to make the phenomenal claim that 90% 
of all building permits are plan checked at the counter and result in more permits being issued 
over the counter as well.   This has been possible by having all of the responsible/permitting 
agencies/departments involved in the issuance of a permit available at one counter or in close 
proximity to be able to be readily available to the public. 
   
While Sunnyvale provides a very positive example of what is ultimately possible, it must be 
noted that critical differences exist in the development permitted by Sunnyvale, an urban city 
with financial resources, as compared to the challenges experienced in a rural county.  They 
have no septic system issues, minimal resource protection issues, agricultural, timber or coastal 
issues, no slope or geologic hazard issues, almost no undeveloped land, and a much smaller 
geographic area. 
 
Cost Recovery 
 
Relative to the issue of “cost recovery”, city staff noted that the fees charged for building permits 
provided for the Building Division to be 100% cost recoverable.  However, the fees currently 
charged for planning services/applications were only about 30% cost recoverable.   When 
questioned why the fees being charged for planning were not all cost recoverable, it was noted 
that the City placed a high value of encouraging permit activity, and maintaining a focus on 
customer service and not on fees.   
 
Sonoma County PRMD Model 
 
Sonoma County Permit and Resource Management Department (PRMD) provides a more 
relevant model for Mendocino County.  Sonoma County’s model is a consolidated land use 
planning and development permit agency.  Virtually any land development or construction that 
takes place in the unincorporated area of Sonoma County is reviewed, permitted and inspected 
by PRMD.  Sonoma County’s PRMD was created as part of a countywide reorganization in 
1995 by brining staff from five separate departments together under one roof.  These five 
separate departments included Planning, Building, Engineering, Well and Septic (Environmental 
Health) and Fire Services.  In addition to the five primary permitting departments, Code 
Enforcement is also included under the PRMD model.   
 
PRMD is designed to provide in-house (in-office) services to people seeking permits or simply 
seeking information about property and development in Sonoma County.  Sonoma County’s 
approach utilizes permit technicians who review applications and then route customers to the 
appropriate specialists for zoning, building plan check services or septic system review.  The 
PRMD also contains a “self-help” area where the public can look up a wide variety of 
information from zoning to flood zones and have access to the County’s permit and inspection 
records for properties in the unincorporated areas.   
 
As a result of PRMD’s collaborative efforts of having all five (5) divisions under one roof, 
currently they are able to issue approximately 65 percent of all permits over the counter.  
Recently PRMD has also begun to perform over the counter plan checks for new single family 
residences in the unincorporated areas of the County.   
 
 
 
Cost Recovery 
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Relative to cost recovery, Sonoma County’s PRMD budget (about 19 million dollars in FY 
2010/2011) is financed by three primary sources: 
 

• Fees, which also includes fines and penalties collected through the code enforcement 
process; 

 
• Reimbursements for work that PRMD performs for other departments; and 

 
• General fund revenue 

 
Currently PRMD’s fee structure does not attempt to achieve full department cost recovery.  
Thus general fund supported activities like long range planning, code enforcement and non-
permit customer service are not included in Sonoma’s fee structure.  However, Sonoma County 
utilizes a combination of flat fees that are based on the average amount of staff time necessary 
to complete a particular permitting or inspection activity.  A second method utilized is building 
permit and plan check fees based on an industry standard project valuation approach (the 
higher the valuation, the higher the fee).  And finally, an “at cost” method, where staff time on 
individual projects is separately tracked and charged against a deposit provided by the 
applicant.  Mendocino County Planning and Building Services currently utilizes the first two 
methods and is currently evaluating the third method for certain types of projects.   
 
 
Lessons Learned 
 
While the creation of a true one-stop center, ideally as a component of a centralized “Resource 
Agency” consisting of PBS, DOT staff, and EH staff, is a laudable goal, these models are 
proven to require the focused commitment of staffing and financial resources.  Even with the 
potential for modifications to fee schedules as a component of full cost recovery efforts, the 
current economic climate makes it difficult to finance this type of change in the immediate 
future.  Both of the models examined did utilize some type form of cost recovery.  However 
customer service has been the emphasis and not fees in both of the models examined.   
 
Both models examined have physically created an environment of a modified counter or work 
stations conducive to direct interaction where people can sit down and feel relaxed when 
interacting with city/county staff when discussing their proposals/projects.  Mendocino County 
currently utilizes the standard counter model where people are required to stand, thus creating 
a more formal approach to customer service.   
 
What was also observed was that both models have incorporated in-house fire services review.  
This is relatively simple to achieve in a city, as most cities have a dedicated fire agency.  In a 
county this is also possible if there is a fire marshal for the entire county that has the authority to 
perform such reviews and or dedicates staff to the review process.  Mendocino County has 22 
different fire districts, including Cal Fire.  This becomes a challenge in Mendocino County 
because on any given day a clearance will be required from any of the districts due to the 
customers that Planning and Building Services is serving from different geographical areas of 
the County.  If there was only one fire district and Cal Fire or a county fire marshal where that 
person could have the authority to review on behalf of all of the districts, the concept of a 
streamlined fire services review in-house process could be easily achieved.  In Mendocino 
County, the County Building Official has limited authority to review plans and applications, but 
most reviews and clearances are required by the individual fire districts under the current 
established process.  However, with 22 different fire districts, the concept of in-house fire 
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Mendocino County Employees’ Retirement Association 
Independent Review of Actuarial Valuation and Experience Study 
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In the table shown above, the impact of the assumption changes has been modeled using two different 

measurements: the affect on the employer contribution rate as a percentage of payroll and the impact 

on the current funded ratio.   

Should all of the recommendations in this Report be adopted, an increase in the total current actuarial cost 

computed as part of the June 30, 2009 actuarial valuation of approximately 11.2% of pay would have 

resulted, increasing the cost from 14.2% of payroll (as computed by EFI) to 25.5%.  The employee 

contributions would also need to be recomputed as a result of some of the revised assumptions, and may 

offset some of the increased cost for the employer.  

These assumptions will not determine the ultimate level of employer contributions; instead, the 

required contributions will depend on the actual demographic and financial experience of the Plan.

 PREVIOUS BOARD/BOARD COMMITTEE ACTIONS:  None. 
  

 SUMMARY OF REQUEST:  This past fall, the Mendocino County Employee’s Retirement Association 
(MCERA) contracted for an audit of its primary actuary, Buck Consultants.  The primary purpose of 
the audit was to ensure that MCERA’s primary actuary was compiling reliable data, applying sound 
actuarial assumptions, accurately computing the County’s long-term pension obligations and funded 
status, and recommending appropriate employer and employee contribution rates.  The results of the 
audit were released by the auditing actuary, EFI Actuaries, in February of 2011. 

 
In reviewing EFI Actuaries’ findings, the MCERA Board identified two outstanding practices 
contributing to an increase in the County’s pension liability: (1) vacation cash outs, and (2) unused sick 
leave applied as service credit. 
 
With rising pension costs, benefit enhancements as noted in the EFI report are of particular concern.
