The Tribe has asked to meet 
and confer with the affected local agencies to agree on mitigation of offsite impacts incurred as a result 
of the gaming venture.  It is recommended that the Board of Supervisors form an Ad Hoc Committee 
consisting of two Supervisors from the affected Districts to work with County staff to negotiate a 
Memorandum of Understanding.  It is recommended that Supervisors Brown and McCowen should 
be appointed to the Ad Hoc Committee as they are currently involved with the Coyote Valley Casino 
expansion Ad Hoc and has familiarity with the issues.

Director’s Report – April 5, 2011 
 

• Road Division Activities:  March 15, 2008 – March 28, 2011 Storms:  Our crews began 
responding to a series of large wind, snow and rain storms starting on March 15, 2011 with the 
climax occurring on Thursday March 24th all the way into the early morning hours of Saturday, 
March 26th.  Our department personnel responded in a most capable and noteworthy manner and 
served Mendocino County and its citizens with distinction by working most of the night(s) and 
weekend(s) opening our County Roads.  Office staff also pitched in and worked very hard to keep 
updates going to local media – radio and papers and updating the County Web Page. 
 
Our County Road Crews have received accolades and thanks from emergency responders including 
Ukiah Fire Department Chief Dan Grebil as well as grateful citizens cut off at the ends of some of the 
county’s most remote roads.  MCDoT opened Eel River Road for Mendocino and Lake County 
Sheriff’s Offices to conduct a search and Rescue on Haul Mt.  MCDoT also worked extra overtime 
on Bell Springs Road to provide access for a rancher needing to feed cattle and for two other 
residents supplying snowbound family members. 
 
 In the middle of the storm (March 22, 2011) MCDoT staff asked and were granted the support of the 
Board of Supervisors (BOS) in declaring a local emergency and thereby granting emergency powers 
under Mendocino County Code if necessary.  Meanwhile, work continues with scope and cost 
revision requests related to the damage caused by all the 2011 storms – wet conditions from 
December 2010 to the present has caused significant damage the County Maintained Road System.  
A State or Federal disaster declaration could bring much needed assistance to the County but 
regardless of this; MCDoT has diverted virtually all maintenance and engineering staff to our own 
recovery effort. 
 
The following recap of closed road reports presents an accounting of some of the worse hit areas but 
there was activity of a lesser nature on many if not all County Maintained Roads.  There were quite a 
few instances County Roads were closed due to downed trees, but were reopened quickly within the 
hour and were never reported to the local media.

 SUMMARY OF REQUEST: Supervisors McCowen and Hamburg are requesting that the Board discuss 

and provide direction to staff regarding preparation of an ordinance that would ban plastic carry out 
bags from all retail stores; require stores to offer reusable bags for sale; and allow paper carry out 
bags provided that stores impose a charge to offset the cost of the bag.  

 

The intention is to encourage the use of reusable bags and reduce the waste and negative impacts 
associated with single use carry out bags. In order to provide incentive to switch to reusable bags, it is 
necessary to charge for paper bags in addition to banning plastic bags. The negative environmental 
impacts of plastic bags are well documented, but paper bags also have significant impacts on natural 
resources and energy usage. 
 

A statewide ban on plastic bags failed in the legislature last year in the face of intense lobbying by the 
plastic bag industry. An increasing number of local jurisdictions are adopting ordinances, but the 
industry has successfully sued, in some cases, to require preparation of an Environmental Impact 
Report (EIR). 
 

The “Green Cities Coalition,” has prepared a “Bag Ban Toolkit” to assist local jurisdictions. The 
“toolkit” includes a model ordinance endorsed by the California Grocers Association, a Master 
Environmental Assessment to assist in the preparation of an EIR, and examples of EIRs prepared by 
other agencies.  
 

The City of Fort Bragg considered the issue on February 14th and directed staff to request that the 
Mendocino Solid Waste Management Authority (MSWMA) Board of Commissioners authorize 
MSWMA General Manager Mike Sweeney to prepare an EIR to assure CEQA compliance.  MSWMA 
has since met and given direction for General Manager Sweeney to prepare the environmental 
documents for Fort Bragg and for any other member jurisdiction making the same request. The City 
of Ukiah is also considering a plastic bag ban ordinance and a charge for paper bags that exceed a 
certain size limit. Ideally, all MSWMA jurisdictions will adopt ordinances with the same basic 
provisions, so that all members of the public and all similar businesses will be subject to the same 
requirements.
