Honorable Board Members:

The Mendocino County Department of Transportation (MCDoT) wishes to cooperate with Potter
Valley Rancheria (Tribe) to utilize any relevant grants offered by the U.S. Department of
Interior, Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA). The applicable projects involve design, permitting and
construction of any bridges on the subject roads listed below.

Also to be addressed is the potential for general road improvement project funding in support of
certain County Maintained Roads — Eastside Potter Valley Road, CR 240 (M.P. 0.00 to M.P.
6.72), Main Street, CR 245 (M.P. 0.96 to M.P. 1.74), Westside Potter Valley Road, CR 248
(M.P. 0.00 to M.P. 3.83), and Spring Valley Road, CR 248B (M.P. 0.00 to M.P. 0.56). BIA has
proposed designating said roads as “Indian Reservation Roads (IRR)” to provide federal funding
for road and bridge projects.

Presently, MCDoT maintains roads serving the Potter Valley Reservation and other reservations
having IRR designations for County Maintained Roads with no adverse effects. However,
support provided through the IRR program has been “go and stop”. The Bureau of Indian
Affairs - Division of Transportation (BIADOT) offers far less local agency assistance than
Caltrans and BIADOT requirements are more restrictive than those of Caltrans, which is a major
conduit of Federal Aid funding for MCDoT projects. Nevertheless, Tribe representatives believe
the Tribe can provide financing for road/bridge improvements which will help meet the travel
needs of their members; and in the case of public county roads, also meet overall public travel
needs.

MCDoT is willing to cooperate within our limited staff resources. Should the Tribal
representatives desire expedited review of project documentation by MCDoT, they would do
well to continue to present professional work products, including complete design plans.

Also, if the Tribe were to request that Mendocino County act as lead agency under CEQA for
any projects, Tribal authorities should be prepared to hire competent environmental consultants
to prepare all necessary documents so that the County need only review and appropriately act on
such work products. All such proposals will be forwarded to the CEO and Board through
established organizational channels. Board authorization shall be obtained before MCDoT
involvement begins.

MCDoT staff personnel have prepared a draft letter to the Tribe (see attached) and work plan
authorizations contained in the accompanying Resolution for the Board’s consideration and
approval.

This letter authorizes the Potter Valley Tribe (Tribe) to incorporate all sections of the County
Maintained Roads and Bridges identified in the Table on Page 2 into the Bureau of Indian
Affairs (BIA) Indian Reservation Roads (IRR) inventory system according to the process
outlined in 25 CFR 170. This authorization is for the benefit of the Tribe, the County of
Mendocino, the BIA and the public.

IRR program funding for roads and bridges through the BIA Federal Lands Highways Program
assists the Tribe in the improvement of roads and bridges within and leading to the Tribe’s
Reservation.

The County of Mendocino will retain its existing ownership, jurisdiction, and maintenance
responsibilities over the roads identified in the Table on Page 2. These roads will also continue
to be open to the public. The Department is not relinquishing jurisdiction or granting jurisdiction
to the Tribe or BIA for any listed routes, bridges or associated rights of way. The Tribe has
identified all sections of the public County routes and/or bridges as critical transportation
facilities which provide access within and leading to the Tribe’s Reservation and are important to
the Tribe because they serve the Tribal Community.

The routes and bridges identified are eligible for construction or reconstruction with federal
funds. However, the State is unable at this time to provide funding for the projects. When and if
adequate funding for needed improvements to these routes and/or bridges becomes available and
improvement has become an approved project for the Tribe, County of Mendocino, or BIA, a
separate cooperative funding agreement will be negotiated as necessary in accordance with
applicable statutes and regulations.

If improvements to the routes and bridges are completed under a separate cooperative agreement,
the County of Mendocino will continue to be responsible for maintenance to routes and bridges,
which will remain open to the public.

RESOLUTION OF THE MENDOCINO COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
AUTHORIZING DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION TO AGREE TO

WHEREAS, The Department of the Interior, Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) and
the Department of Transportation, Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) maintain an
interagency agreement on the location, type and design of all Indian Reservation Roads
(IRR) and bridges and the general supervision of all related IRR construction; and

WHEREAS, the County maintains Eastside Potter Valley Road, CR 240, Main
Street, CR 245, Westside Potter Valley Road, CR 248, and Spring Valley Road, CR
248B, said roads being major access routes to the Potter Valley Tribe (Tribe) facilities;
and

WHEREAS, the IRR program is to provide safe and adequate transportation and
public road access to and within Indian reservations, Indian lands and communities for
all; and

WHEREAS, the Director of Transportation recommends moving forward with a
work program accommodated by the below-listed taskings.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mendocino County Board of
Supervisors:

1. Authorizes the Director of Transportation to send a letter endorsing inclusion in
the IRR designation for segments of Eastside Potter Valley Road, CR 240 (M.P.
0.00 to M.P. 6.72), Main Street, CR 245 (M.P. 0.96 to M.P. 1.74), Westside
Potter Valley Road, CR 248, (M.P. 0.00 to M.P. 3.83) and Spring Valley Road,
CR 248B (M.P. 0.00 to M.P. 0.56).

2. Authorizes the Director of Transportation to bring any grant funding proposals,
which require local match cash funds beyond minor “in kind” MCDoT staff effort
to the Board of Supervisors for consideration and potential approval.

B PREVIOUS BOARD/BOARD COMMITTEE ACTIONS: At its regular meeting of May 12, 2009, Board
endorsed the testimony of the Director of Transportation before committees and approved the
transmittal of a letter of opposition regarding AB 1409 (Perez) with regard to Public Contracts/County
Highways to California Legislature members and the California State Association of Counties (CSAC);
and authorized Chair to sign same. On July 14, 2009 the Board approved sending a second letter to
the same.

B SUMMARY OF REQUEST: The subject legislation has been completely rewritten from the bill (AB 1409
Perez) brought to the Board on May 12 and July 14, 2009. The previous version of this bill dealt with
Public Contract Code (PCC) Section 20395 - Public Contracts/County Highways. This new bill AB 720
(Hall) eliminates PCC Section 22030 - the California Uniform Construction Cost Accounting
Commission (CUCCAC) option for Counties to designate their Road Commissioner use PCC Section
20395 - effectively doing the same thing.

RE: OPPOSE AB 720 AND APPROVE CORRESPONDENCE TO STATE ORGANIZATIONS AND
GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS TO THAT EFFECT

Honorable Board Members:

Mendocino County opted to participate in the California Uniform Construction Cost Accounting
Commission (CUCCAC) option for our contracting of public work several years ago. However, Mendocino
County Code uses Public Contract Code (PCC) 22030 to opt out of CUCCAC for Road Commissioner work
in the County Right-of-Ways under PCC 20395. A 2009 bill, AB 1409, was introduced to change PCC
20395 to limit work done by County Crews — later AB 1409 underwent a major revision which turned its
attention away from PCC 20395 and towards PCC 22000 — CUCCAC by removing the long standing opt out
for road work in PCC 22030 — effectively forcing counties to chose one PCC method or the other.

The new bill (AB 720) does the same thing as AB 1409, except it raises the limit of the size of project which
can be done by county workers from $30,000 to $45,000. This change in the law ignores the fact that for
counties that adopted the UPCCA years ago, they did so knowing this exception existed for roadwork.

AB 720, if passed, could create “winners and losers” among county departments in how they wish to proceed
with their work and also cause some major headaches in trying to unwind the use of UPCCA. Mendocino
County Code would need to be changed one way or the other.

It is the opinion of MCDoT that having failed to make the desired changes to PCC 20395 — Contracting on
County Highways originally contained in AB 1409, the proponents have turned to amendments of CUCCAC
that accomplish the same end under AB 720. In our opinion, the proponents of this bill are offering a
$15,000 increase in CUCCAC limits (which MCDoT supports) in exchange for removing the County Road
Work exemption to create support from cities and special districts amongst 33 Counties under UPCCA. The
present law is quite clear and working quite well for Mendocino County.

MCDoT staff personnel have prepared a letter in opposition to AB 720 and recommend Board approval.
I will, of course, respond to any questions that you may have.

Mendocino County respectfully but strongly opposes AB 720(Hall). This legislation removes
Mendocino County’s ability to participate in the California Uniform Construction Cost Accounting
Commission (CUCCAC) option for contracting of public work while continuing to use the current
provisions of Public Contract Code (PCC) Section 20395 for work done in County Road Right-of-
Way. Removal of PCC 22030 exceptions would, as currently drafted, remove our ability to perform
work on County highways with day labor and force accounts above $45,000.

Current Public Contract Code § 20395 et seq.(imbedded since 1935) allows the County to perform
road work in various ways ranging from contracting out all or part of a project, or purchasing
materials and doing the work with our own full time County road maintenance staff, which have
commercial operator credentials equal to any private sector contractor’s employees. Loss of this
option will have a serious impact on our ability to deliver public services on our County roads.

Furthermore, many grants require large local matching shares which our staff are able to qualify for
by application of their “in-kind” efforts on the project - loss of this ability would mean Mendocino
County would lose some grant funds currently used for contracting - reducing dollars available for
both contractors and County staff to apply to our roads. Thus, we oppose this revised bill in its
current form, as we did the original bill.

In Mendocino County, we currently contract for the vast majority of our capital projects funded
through Regional, State and Federal grants. While we already put most construction projects out to
bid, we depend on the flexibility currently provided under law to perform work on the local
highway system. However, CUCCAC constraints are too restrictive and the proposed increase to a
$45,000 limit is still too low a threshold considering that most road maintenance project costs are
related to materials which have already been obtained from the private sector by competitive
processes. Most of our maintenance activities and projects are too small to economically prepare
plans, specifications, advertise, award, and inspect. This process can add anywhere from 10% to

40% (some simple jobs less, some complicated jobs more) to the overall cost of a project. It can also
add from three months to a year in additional time because of the required steps to complete the bid
process. These extra costs and delays are not economical or prudent, and are presently avoided by
using county forces to perform operations and maintenance and to do work on minor projects.

Furthermore, AB 720 unwittingly undoes County Road Work flexibility in emergencies where a
Countywide “state of emergency” need not be declared for a Road Commissioner to employ private
resources such as equipment and contractor forces immediately to clear storm debris or otherwise
respond to a public safety matter.

Additionally, it is a well known and widely agreed upon fact that transportation needs far exceed
revenues available. A recent statewide needs assessment of the local system (a joint venture of
California Association of Counties (CSAC), the League of California Cities, and the County
Engineers Association of California (CEAC)) revealed that there is a $79.9 billion shortfall over the
next ten-years for the local system alone. Counties do not have the resources to do what is currently
needed even with using in-house staff, much less giving up important tools to keep project costs
down. Given the State budget situation and sagging economy, we should be encouraging more
efficient and effective uses for valuable transportation funds, not adding costly requirements that
will result in fewer transportation projects at higher costs, increased backlogs and deferred
maintenance, and ultimately a less safe transportation network for the constituents we all serve.

In conclusion, we need to maintain the flexibility of using both private contractors and our own road
maintenance crews to perform work as appropriate. Construction season project activities by
county maintenance staff provide an efficient balance for personnel generally occupied with day-to-
day storm response during the rest of the year. If we were unable to efficiently utilize staff year
round, we would be forced to make reductions and thereby negatively impact our year long, 24-hour
a day, 7 day per week (24/7) availability. This flexibility allows us to provide the best return for the
taxpayer and keep roads as safe as possible for the traveling public, as well as minimize County
liability. Accordingly, Mendocino County is opposed to AB 720.

BACKGROUND

On Friday, October 30, 2009, the Mendocino County Executive Office convened the
2009 Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) as directed by the Board of Supervisors
(BOS). The CAC's purpose was to review Supervisor salaries and to make
recommendations to the full BOS based on findings. As directed by the BOS, the CAC
members were selected by the CEO’s Office to represent the diversity of Mendocino
County in geography, age, gender, ethnicity and socioeconomic status.

The CAC was given a general compensation plan overview including historical data and
all relevant ordinances dating back to 1998. They were also given information on
employee and other elected officials compensation. Additionally, the CAC was provided
with a matrix detailing Supervisor compensation of eight surrounding counties.
Presentations and data were provided from the Human Resources Department, County
Counsel and the Executive Office.

Re: Request for equipment funding

The Department of Fish and Game is request funds from the Mendocino
County Fish and Game Commission for special equipment. The inland squad is
in need of generation 3 night vision and a replacement deer decoy. These items
could not be purchased with our allotted operating and expense allocation.

The inland Mendocino County enforcement squad consists of five wardens.
These five wardens cover Boonville, Ukiah, Potter Valley, Willits/Covelo, and
Laytonville. These positions have the responsibility to cover all calls within their
assigned districts. The communities surrounding these areas are rural. A large
number of poaching occurs at night. Salmon/Steelhead are netted/speared
during night time hours. Deer are spotlighted. Bears are run with hounds at
night. Night vision equipment would aide in the apprehension of night time
violators. The inland enforcement squad does not have the most up to date and
best night vision. The request for the funds would purchase three night vision
units. The total purchase for the items would be approximately $8,000.

The other $2500 would be for an additional deer decoy. With recent success
with deer decoy deployments, the violators are becoming wary of a single non
moving buck. A laying down decoy has worked in the past. The previous laying
decoy was shot multiple times by a few violators and is in disrepair. The deer
decoy is a valuable tool to catch poachers who shoot deer off the state highways
or on private property where they do not have permission. In recent years the
private land owners in the north east part of Mendocino County have requested
deer decoy deployments due to the increase number of hunter trespass and
shooting at night off the highway. With the aide of this new decoy we can
respond and curb this activity from occurring.
