Honorable Board of Supervisors: 
 
The Director of Transportation has received Road Vacation Petition No. 11-01 
requesting the County summarily vacate the portion of Navarro Bluff Road, CR 517A, 
that is adjacent to and along the easterly boundaries of Assessor’s Parcel Nos. 126-110-
14 and 126-110-15, two bluff top properties in the Coastal Zone.      
 
County Counsel and Department of Transportation staff have reviewed Road Vacation 
Petition 11-01 and have found that the petition and related documentation meets the 
statutory requirements for summary vacation because (a) the road has been impassable 
for five consecutive years and (b) no public money has been expended for maintenance. 
However, given the location of this road in the Coastal Zone and the area’s designation 
as “highly scenic”, as well as evidence of historical use by the public as a pedestrian 
trail to the shoreline, the petition may warrant additional environmental and planning 
review. 
 
It is now appropriate for the Board to either declare its intention to summarily vacate 
the road, with or without conditions, or to process this as general road vacation 
proceedings regarding this segment of Navarro Bluff Road and if the latter, to set the 
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time and date for a Public Hearing to consider Road Vacation Petition No. 11-01 (copy 
enclosed). 
 
In view of the foregoing, I recommend and request that the Board acknowledge receipt 
of Road Vacation Petition No. 11-01, and declare its intention to do one of the following:  
 
a. Grant Summary Vacation, with conditions directed to preserving the public 

historical trail. 
 
b. Grant Summary Vacation, as is. 
 
c. Deny Summary Vacation, as is. 
 
d.  Conduct road vacation proceedings on said Petition, direct the Clerk of the Board 

to set the time and date for a Public Hearing if determined and direct staff to 
provide notice, compile data and prepare property for consideration at the 
hearing.

SUMMARY OF REQUEST:   Recently, a local internet service provider for Point Arena and other parts 
of the south coast unexpectedly went out of business.  This event affected much of the community, 
and included the Coast Community Library.  In response, businessman Greg Jirak was able to 
establish a temporary link at City Hall which has enabled students, seniors, and businesspeople to 
maintain internet access over the past two months.  The demise of the south coast provider made 
clear the importance of internet access not only for future economic development, but for the day-to-
day functioning of our communities.  Mr. Jirak has prepared a power point presentation in order to 
illustrate this fact to the Board and the public.  In a future meeting, the Board will be introduced to 
the Broadband Committee.  Formed under the auspices of the Economic Development & Financing 
Corporation (EDFC), and consisting of concerned community members representing multiple 
organizations, the Broadband Committee is working to quantify need, and facilitate the expansion of 
high-speed internet access throughout Mendocino County.

The 
recommendations cover seven major areas, including landscape allocation (how should different areas of the 
Forest be managed to provide for timber management, research and demonstration opportunities, protection 
and restoration of fish and wildlife habitat including older forest conditions, and recreation opportunities), 
research and demonstration, recreation, economics, herbicides, outreach, and public involvement and 
stakeholder input.  The JDSF Advisory Group is composed of thirteen members representing a wide range of 
interests and including both local and non-local members.  It is chaired by Dr. John Helms, UC Berkeley Forestry 
Professor Emeritus, and operates on a consensus basis.

SUBJECT: Approval of Project Eligibility List for Carl Moyer Program Grant Funds 
______________________________________________________________________________ 
 
The State of California Air Resources Board (ARB) established the Carl Moyer Program in 1999 to 
provide incentives for owners of heavy-duty diesel equipment to reduce emissions.  The primary 
goal of the Carl Moyer Program is to provide incentive funding to reduce emissions of Oxides of 
Nitrogen (NOx) from heavy-duty diesel engines.  A secondary goal is to reduce public exposure to 
Diesel Particulate Matter (Diesel PM), an identified air toxic.  The Program provides grants to air 
districts to operate local programs.  Funding originates from the Smog Check Waiver Fee and the 
Tire Impact Fee assessed by the State under Assembly Bill 923 of the 2004 legislative session. 
 
The Carl Moyer Program provides funding for projects that meet the guidelines published by the 
ARB.  In general, the Program guidelines require –  
 

• Pre-project fuel must be diesel. 
• On-road equipment funded must be over 14,000 Lbs GVWR. 
• Emissions reductions equal or exceed 30%. 
• Equipment is operated 75% of the time in California. 
• Projects must meet ARB cost effectiveness standards – Currently the cost effectiveness 

standard is $16,400 per ton of pollutant reduced. 
 
Additional information on the program is available online at 
http://www.arb.ca.gov/msprog/moyer/moyer.htm 
 
The District has been participating in the State Carl Moyer Program since 2000 (State Year 2 
funds).  Since that time we have distributed several hundred thousand dollars in grant funds to 
reduce emissions from diesel engines in Mendocino County.  The District solicits applications from 
both public and private fleets. 
 
Available Funding  
 
The District is proposing to combine all of “Year 12” and “Year 13” funds, when available, into one 
grant cycle for a total of $362,000.  “Year 12” funds must be allocated to projects by June 30th of 
2011 and spent by June 30th of 2012.  “Year 13” funds must be allocated to projects by June 30th of 
2012 and spent by June 30th of 2013.

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Carl Moyer Program Project Funding 
 
 
The District maintains a mailing list of over 100 companies and individuals who have requested to 
be notified when Carl Moyer Funding is available.  The District contacted each of them when 
funding for this cycle became available.  In addition, the District sent out a press release to local 
newspapers and radio stations announcing the availability of funding.  The District also posted a 
notice and applications on its website and personally contacted representatives of a number of 
public and private fleets, industry groups and equipment sales companies to encourage applications. 
 
Cost Effectiveness 
 
The State Program guidelines require that all projects meet the States “minimum cost effectiveness 
standard”.  This standard is expressed in dollars/per ton of emissions reduced, and is calculated 
based on engine usage (hours/miles or fuel), project cost and amount of emissions reduced.  The 
actual calculation is performed by the statewide Clean Air Reporting Log database “C.A.R.L.” 
based on data provided by the applicant.  The C.A.R.L. database emission factors and cost 
effectiveness tables are updated regularly by ARB in order to ensure projects meet the current cost-
effectiveness figures. 
 
The maximum allowable cost-effectiveness is currently $16,400 per ton of emissions reduced; 
emissions reductions that cost more than $16,400/ton to achieve are not eligible for program 
funding.  When a project fails to meet the cost-effectiveness standard, the funding amount is 
reduced.  These projects require a greater contribution by the project applicant to “buy down” the 
project cost to below $16,400/ton. 
 
District Staff Recommendation 
 
District staff is requesting approval of the Project Eligibility List in Table 1 (Page 3) and 
authorization for staff to fund projects as funds become available, and enter into a contractual 
agreement with each of the applicants that outlines the requirements associated with these funds.  
This list shall expire when all “Year 12” and “Year 13” funds have been expended. 
 
The eligibility list includes all eligible applications received by the District for this funding cycle.  
“Retrofit only” projects are identified on the table.  Retro-fit only projects do not include a new 
engine, but do include an emissions reduction retrofit device approved by the Air Resources Board. 
 
Due to the state regulatory requirements for diesel engines, this will be the final year for the 
availability of grants funds for some equipment. 
 
All projects are listed in order of cost effectiveness.  Projects will be funded with Year 12 money 
first. ($182,000)  When all Year 12 funds have been expended the District will begin funding 
projects with Year 13 money.  If any projects drop out, the District will fund the next project on the 
list that can be done within the funding amount available.
