SUBJECT: FY 2010-2011 Allocation of Title 1l Funds, Secure Rural Schools.

On November 6, 2008 the Board of Supervisors adopted Resolution 08-217 to pursue 7% of the
15% election of the Full County Payment Option for Title Il projects pursuant to the
Reauthorized Secure Rural Schools and Community Self Determination Act of 2000 (SRS2008).
This County Resolution remains in effect through this current fiscal year, and will need to be
reintroduced for next fiscal year as the next reauthorization of the Act looks more and more
likely.

In January of 2011, the County of Mendocino received $36,527 in new Title Il funding
(Pursuant to Resolution 08-217) that the Board of Supervisors can distribute within the narrow
context of the law. In addition, there is currently $38,624 of these Title 111 funds set aside in two
designated reserves. $18,782 is located in a designated reserve to reimburse the Sheriff’s Office
for Search and Rescue activity performed on federal lands. Another $19,842 is located in a
designated reserve with the CEO’s Office and is composed of funds that have remained
unallocated for any purpose during prior years.

The Executive Office has solicited a 45 day Public Comment period for the distribution of Title
111 funds (attached). The proposed use of these funds is advisory in nature only. The Board of
Supervisors alone carries the discretion to allocate Title 111 in the manner it deems best fit, within
the scope of the law.

The Scope of the Law

*‘(a) AuTHORIZED Uses.—A participating county, including any
applicable agencies of the participating county, shall use county
funds, in accordance with this title, only—

‘(1) to carry out activities under the Firewise Communities
program to provide to homeowners in fire-sensitive ecosystems
education on, and assistance with implementing, techniques

in home siting, home construction, and home landscaping that
can increase the protection of people and property from
wildfires;



*“(2) to reimburse the participating county for search and
rescue and other emergency services, including firefighting,
that are—

““(A) performed on Federal land after the date on which

the use was approved under subsection (b);

*(B) paid for by the participating county; and

*(3) to develop community wildfire protection plans in
coordination with the appropriate Secretary concerned.”

Allocations Requested and Recommendations

Two responses were received as a result of the 45 day public comment period. A request from
the Mendocino County Fire Safe Council in the amount of $60,711 and a request for
reimbursement from the Sheriff’s Office in the amount of $4,469 for Search and Rescue activity
performed on federal land. Both items are attached.

The Executive Office is advising that the designated reserve for Sheriff’s Office activity be kept
whole. $4,469 would be reimbursed to the Sheriff’s Office for Search and Rescue activity
performed on federal land in 2010. $4,469 would be returned to that designated reserve, keeping
it whole at $18,782. This reserve can also be utilized by the Sheriff’s Office for “other
emergency services” including reimbursement for the upcoming marijuana enforcement actions
on national forest lands. Should this amount not cover the costs associated with this operation,
or with future search and rescue operations, your Board could have an opportunity to allocate
additional funds to this reserve under a potential reauthorization of the Secure Rural Schools Act
as early as January of 2012.

The Mendocino County Fire Safe Council (MCFSC) respectfully requests that you allocate to us the
$60,711 currently available under Title Ill of the Secure Rural Schools Act as reauthorized in Public Law
110-343 (October 3, 2008). This funding will support staff, educational materials and events, creation of
maps for emergency responders, assistance to local Fire Safe and Firewise groups, and updating of the
Mendocino County Community Wildfire Protection Plan.

Your Fire Safe Council is a nonprofit public safety organization working to help people, property, and
natural resources be prepared for the wildfires that are sure to come again. We emphasize the need for
those in wildland areas to take personal responsibility — to be proactive rather than reactive.

Common wisdom in the hazard mitigation world is that every $1 spent for prevention saves at least $10 in
response and recovery. Our 2007 publication “Living with Wildfire in Mendocino County,” at a cost of
$14,000, guided hundreds of residents to save their homes during the 2008 Lightning Complex Fires —a
potential savings of millions. Your Title lll allocation may save not just homes, but lives in the future!

All Title Ill funds allocated to the Fire Safe Council will be spent for authorized uses of this funding:
promoting the Firewise Communities Program and updating the Mendocino County Community Wildfire
Protection Plan created in 2005. A proposed budget is attached to this letter as Appendix A.

When the Secure Rural Schools Act was reauthorized, the allowed expenditures were restricted to:

= Reimbursing County expenses incurred during search and rescue efforts on US Forest Service lands
= Developing (or updating) Community Wildfire Protection Plans

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE STATE OF
CALIFORNIA, COUNTY OF MENDOCINO TO ELECT TO RECEIVE A GUARANTEED
MINIMUM SHARE OF THE FULL COUNTY PAYMENT, FOR FISCAL YEAR 2008
SUBSEQUENT FISCAL YEARS THROUGH 2011, AND PURSUANT TO SECTIONS
102(a)(1){B) AND 403, (THE “FULL COUNTY PAYMENT AMOUNT") AND
ACKNOWLEDING ITS OPTION TO PROCEED WITH TITLE Il AND TITLE Il
PROJECTS PURSUANT TO THE AMENDED AND REAUTHORIZED SECURE
RURAL SCHOOLS AND COMMUNITY SELF-DETERMINATION ACT OF 2000
(“SRS2008")

WHEREAS, Congress enacted in 1908 and subsequently amended a law that
requires that 25 percent of the revenues derived from National Forest lands be paid to
states for use by the counties in which the lands are situated for the benefit of public
schools and roads; and

WHEREAS, the principal source of revenues from National Forest lands is from
the sale and removal of timber, which has been curtailed in recent years with a
corresponding decline in revenues shared with counties; and

WHEREAS, the United States Congress recognized a need to stabilize education
and road maintenance funding through predictable payments to the affected counties,
and to achieve that goal enacted the Secure Rural Schools and Community Self-
Determination Act of 2000. which has been amended and re-authorized for FY 2008 -
2011 ("SRS2008"), and

WHEREAS, Title | of SRS2008 gives each eligible county the right to elect to
receive either its traditional share of revenues from the National Forest lands pursuant to
the Act of May 23, 1908 and Section 13 of the Act of March 1, 1911 (the "25-percent
payments"), or instead to receive a guaranteed minimum share of the State payment
pursuant to Sections 102(a)(1)(B) and 103 (the “full county payment amount’); and

WHEREAS, an election to receive the full county payment amount is effective for
all federal fiscal years through FY 2011, and

WHEREAS. any county electing to receive a full county payment amount that is
$100,000 or more must further elect to expend an amount not less than 15% percent nor
more than 20% percent of its full county payment amount as project funds; and

WHEREAS, Title |, Section 102(d) of SRS2008 requires that counties electing to
receive a full county payment amount of $100,000 or more must allocate its project
funds between projects in accordance with Title Il and Title Ill, and return the balance of
project funds unspent under Titles Il and Il to the Treasury of the United States. and
communicate such allocation to the Secretary of the United States Department of
Agriculture; and

WHEREAS. Title |l provides for special projects on federal lands or that benefit
resources on federal lands, which projects are recommended by local resource advisory
committees (*“RACs"); and

WHEREAS, RACs recommend projects for consideration by the Secretary of
Agriculture, with project funding supplied in whole or in part out of monies allocated for
such purposes by participating counties; and



WHEREAS, Title Il provides for county projects, some of which are associatad
with federal lands, with Title Il authorizing expenditures for search. rescue and
emergency services, fire prevention and planning under the Firewise Communities
program, and development of community wildfire protection plans; and

WHEREAS, SR82008 Sections 102{a)(1)(B) and 103, prohibits counties that
receive over $350,000 from the full payment amount to allocate more than 7% percent of
its full county payment amount for Title Ill projects; and

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved as follows:

1. Mendocino County hereby elects to receive the guaranteed minimum full
county payment amount pursuant to SRS2008 Sections 102{(a)(1)(B) and 103 for
FY 2008 and subsequent fiscal years through 2011,

2. Mendocino County has elected to receive a full county payment amount that
is $100,000 or more, and hereby allocates 15% of its full county payment amount
for expenditure on projects under Title Il and Title 111

3. Of the percent allocated to Title It and Title |l projects above in paragraph 2,
Mendocino County further allocates between such Titles for FY 2008 (for
expenditure after FY 2008) on the following basis: the full county payment
amount not to exceed 7% for expenditure on Title Il projects and the balance of
the percentage of the full county payment amount for expenditure on Title I
projects

. DOT Budget (FY 11/12) Preparations: On April 18, 2011 MCDoT transmitted our
General Fund budgets BU3050, 3060, 3080 and 3090 (Airports), BU4510 (MSWMA Contract)
and BU4511 (Landfill Closure) along with preliminary Road Fund budgets — BU3010 (General
Maintenance), BU3941 (Capital Improvements) and BU3030 (Storm Damage) to the CEO’s
office for the upcoming fiscal year. The budget climate for the upcoming fiscal year is even
more “painful” than the current year (FY 10/11) and the Department is once again faced with
tough decisions. We have to decide how to most effectively use the inadequate funding available
for maintaining and repairing County Maintained Road System features and conducting other
aspects of MCDoT’s mission. Storm damage repairs must be confirmed for reimbursement from
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA); unfortunately we will not receive reimbursement
assistance from FEMA and CalEMA for this year’s disaster sites on 90% of off system roads and
other county facilities unless the Governor or President adds to the March 15, 2011 declaration.

. MCDoT Director Interview — Grand Jury: The Grand Jury invited MCDoT Director,

Howard N. Dashiell, to a meeting on April 25, 2011. The subject was not defined only that the
