B AGENDA TITLE: The Sheriff’s Office requests the Board of Supervisors to approve a four year contract
between Sheriff’s Office and California Forensic Medical Group, and to
authorize the Chair to sign. In addition, authorize the Sheriff to sign the
additional two one-year extensions.

B PREVIOUS BOARD/BOARD COMMITTEE ACTIONS: On 5-23-11, The Board approved the Sheriff’s
Office to negotiate a contract with California Forensic Medical Group to provide medical service to the
inmates of the County Jail.

B SUMMARY OF REQUEST: In January 2011, the Sheriff’s Office and Probation Department collaborated
in a request for proposal process. We solicited proposals from eleven vendors to provide medical and
mental health care. The intent of the RFP was to employ due diligence and test the market for these
services.

The Sheriff’s Office recommended to the Board of Supervisors to contract with CFMG to serve the
medical needs of the inmates. The Board gave approval to the Sheriff to negotiate a contract with
CFMG. We have negotiated a contract that includes a term of four years with two one-year extensions.
The amount of the contract for fiscal year 11/12 is $1,435,236.00.

This amount will fluctuate throughout the term of the contract based on the San Francisco, Oakland,
San Jose Medical Index CPI for Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers. An example of this would
be:
If the CP1 Medical Index increases from February 2011 to February 2012 is 5.8%. The statistic is
5.8%. The monthly payment for July 2012 will be $119,603.00 times 1.058 equals $126,539.97.

B AGENDA TITLE: Approval of the 2011 Edward Byrnes Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) from the U.S.
Department of Justice, and designation of Tom Allman as the County’s authorized
agent for the grant.

B PREVIOUS BOARD/BOARD COMMITTEE ACTIONS: The Board has approved the Sheriff’'s annual
request for JAG funding, for the past several years. The Board approved a similar request for the 2010
JAG Grant on May 18, 2010.

B SUMMARY OF REQUEST: For each of the past several years, the Sheriff has applied for and received
annual Justice Assistance Grants (JAG) from the U.S. Department of Justice. The current allocation is
$29,672, compared to last years $35,545. The grant funds will be used to replace aged computer and
communications equipment that is essential to front line law enforcement and support staff, and will
allow the Sheriff to avoid degradation of public safety due to inadequate equipment. Approval of this
item will commence the 30 day period during which citizens and neighborhood or community
organizations will have the opportunity to comment on the application.

Department of Transportation (MCDoT)
Director’s Report — June 14, 2011

o Report on Upper Reservoir in the Mill Creek Park: The County Engineer continues to
prepare to operate the upper reservoir dam in the Mill Creek Park. In 2005 and 2006 the County
Engineer assisted The Mendocino County Water Agency, General Services and County Counsel’s
office with a plan to resolve issues around the 2004 sediment release. The County Engineer was
involved with the repair in 2005 and the EIR, and prepared comments in 2006 but have not yet
came up to speed with our new duties around hydraulic control of the upper Mill Creek Reservoir
as requested by Department of Water Resources Division of Safety of Dams (DSOD). The good
news is that Mendocino County can operate the dam safely in an emergency because the main
valve and stand pipe are operational (the county can presently drain the reservoir halfway within
seven days — which is actually much faster). The valve in need of repair is the low flow valve that
completely drains the reservoir.

Based on our analysis to date, MCDoT would like to budget authority up to $1000 in FY 2010/11
to have a sewer camera look at a valve rod to determine the immediate repair needs and an exact
budget for FY 2011/12. MCDoT is hopeful that GSA could provide support with their existing
service agreement with Fort Bragg Plumbing Service (they have sewer camera and divers as
needed). MCDoT is working with the CEO on a FY 2011/12 budget — we expect no more than
$5000. However, at some point the Water Agency and MCDoT need to get policy direction from
the Board as to the highest and best use for the reservoirs and planning some major projects that
achieve those long term goals.

) County Capital Improvement Project Development Activities: Staff are preparing
“Requests for Proposals” (RFP’s) to hire consultants to design projects at South State Street and
Fircrest (Grace Hudson School) and Branscomb Road pedestrian — equestrian bridge over Ten
Mile Creek in Laytonville. The consultants will prepare Plan, Specification and Estimate (PS&E)
packages for these projects in 2011 and then MCDoT will acquire Right-of-Way and construction
will be in coming years.

MCDoT is also working on Plan, Specification and Estimate (PS&E) packages for the 13
emergency repair (ER) 2011 storm damage repair program projects, administrated under the
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) located on federal aid roads “on system,” which were
sent to Caltrans. MCDoT expects environmental clearance within the week for four (Comptche
Ukiah Road M.P. 8.50, Mountain View Road M.P. 14.51 and M.P. 15.36, and Bell Springs Road
M.P. 17.50) emergency opening sites that can be constructed this year. Much more work is
needed before permanent repair submittals and PS&E packages are ready for the rest of the work.
However, Mendocino County is assured funding in coming years provided we follow the process.

o Safety Committee Meeting: On June 6, 2011, Kent Standley, Deputy Director Road
Services, Mark Hilliker, County and MCDoT contract Safety Officer, Tom Mohr, Equipment
Superintendent, and Steve Ford, Traffic Engineer, attended the monthly MCDoT Safety
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DOT Director’s Report (cont.) Page 2 of 2

Committee meeting. Key issues discussed during the meeting include: safety clothing for crews
working on County Maintained Roads.

. Engineering Technician I Summer Interns: On June 13, 2011, the Engineering Division
welcomed back one previous summer intern for an Engineering Technician | position within the
Department of Transportation. It was refreshing to have this very well qualified engineering
students for another summer (the interns will work mostly on grant projects where their time is
reimbursable). The applicants are all in school working on engineering degrees and the possibility
of adding professional staff to meet future MCDoT staffing needs is a major “grow your own”
consideration.

B PREVIOUS BOARD/BOARD COMMITTEE ACTIONS: On September 7, 2000, Mendocino County
issued, with Board approval, $22,480,000 in COPs in order to facilitate raising sufficient capital for
much needed infrastructure expansion of facilities.

B SUMMARY OF REQUEST: The 2000 COPs currently have an outstanding par amount of $19,230,000
and are currently callable at a premium of 101.0%. Coupons range from 4.65% to 5.25% with a final
maturity of June 1, 2030. Tax exempt municipal bond rates are currently at near historically low
rates; the County could realize significant debt service savings, without lengthening the term of the
original debt, if the 2000 COPs are refunded during favorable market conditions. With the
adoption of this agreement, the County will retain Hawkins Delafield & Wood LLP to provide
bond counsel and disclosure counsel services in connection with the 2011 Refunding of the COPs at
a fee of $40,000, plus approved expenses not to exceed $2,500. In the event the financing is
abandoned by the County because of market conditions or any other reason, no payment will be
made to Hawkins Delafield & Wood LLP. The County may abandon this financing with or without
cause for any reason whatsoever at any time prior to the closing.
