 SUMMARY OF REQUEST: The Mendocino County California Children’s Services (CCS) Program is required to 
have a Board Certified Pediatrician to determine Medical Eligibility and provide medical oversight for the 
program.  In February 2008, Mendocino County entered into a contract with Yolo County to share the Medical 
Consultant Services of Constance J. Caldwell, MD.  In this contractual relationship, Dr. Caldwell is employed 1.0 
FTE with Yolo County, but is contracted back to work on behalf of Mendocino County for 0.4 FTE of that time. 
With this contract, Mendocino County is able to achieve efficiencies and economies of scale resulting from a full-
time dedicated Medical Consultant while also sharing the costs associated with attendance at mandatory State 
meetings and training necessary to maintain the specialized knowledge needed for this position. With the 
implementation of Medi-Cal Managed Care in Mendocino County, effective July 1, 2011, this contract becomes 
more beneficial as Yolo County is already a Medi-Cal Managed Care county with Partnership HealthPlan of 
California (PHC).  This means that Dr. Caldwell has additional specialized knowledge in the CCS and Medi-Cal 
Managed Care relationship which will help guide the Mendocino County CCS Program and its providers 
through this complex transition.  There is an additional financial benefit to Mendocino County because this 
unique contractual relationship allows us to draw-down an additional $15,000 per year in Federal Medicaid 
funds which would not be available if we were to contract directly with a physician for these services.  This is a 
2-year contract, for the periods of FY 2011-12 and FY 2012-13.

Director’s Report – June 7, 2011 
 
• Governor's May Revise Impacts for County Transportation Program – 
Transportation Leadership Network Weigh In: Recently a consortium of California business, 
labor and government organizations started calling themselves the Transportation Leadership 
Network.  They reported on California’s $9.3 billion (down from $25 billion) Budget Crisis and its 
effects on California Transportation.  Based on their May 23, 2011 article, a sample as seen below, 
and the standing opinion bulletin from CSAC (California State Association of Counties) legislator 
watchers - the news for California Transportation is “better.” 
 
The voter’s passage of Proposition 22 on November 2, 2010 appears to have ended three years of 
State deferrals of Highway Users Tax Account (HUTA) payments, which had been done in a 
“cash flow management” started by the Department of Finance (DOF) during the Governor’s 
“declaration of fiscal emergency” in February 2008.  Converting sales tax, (Prop. 42) 
transportation funding under the State General Fund, for a gasoline excise tax--effectively protects 
accounts that may only be used for transportation purposes.  However, existing state law does 
allow borrowing of HUTA for up to three years so gas tax is still vulnerable.  So far the state is not 
proposing such borrowing. 
 
In 2010 we advocated the Gas Tax Swap, eliminating the sales tax on gasoline (which was 
funneled through the general fund and often pirated in years past for other general fund 
obligations) and replacing it with an equitable increase in the gas excise tax (which goes directly 
to the transportation fund under title 19 of the state constitution.) 
 
That gain was imperiled by measures passed in November. Voters approved Proposition 26 
(which repealed any measure that was not passed by a two-thirds majority that increased taxes 
and required two-thirds for all taxes going forward). By default it eliminated the increase in the 
excise tax but did not replace the sales tax. Without legislative action, $2.5 billion in annual 
transportation revenue would have been lost. Voters in November also passed Proposition 22, 
which mandated full historic funding of local transportation budgets without identifying revenue 
sources. 
 
As a remedy to these urgent matters, earlier this year we secured passage of and the governor 
signed AB 105, which reaffirmed the previously-passed Gas Tax Swap and provided full funding 
of the local transportation programs as mandated by Proposition 22. The bill, which required a 
two-thirds majority vote, was passed with overwhelming bipartisan support, a testament to our 
industry’s aggressive lobbying.  (Transportation Network 5-23-11 article) 
 
In past years, my fist report of the New Year to the Mendocino County Board of Supervisors has 
contained some bright spots related to special grant or bond benefits, such as last year’s American 
Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) or distribution of Prop. 1B bond funds.  There is nothing 
like that on the horizon for 2011.  However, 2011 is looking like a “better” transportation year 
and so far the Governor’s May Revise is not worse than 2010 for Mendocino County 
Transportation.

• County Storm Damage (BU 3030) Project Activities (Traffic Delays) Update:   
 
→ 2006 Storm Damage:  The County roads originally suffered damage on over 205 sites 
during the 2006 New Year’s Eve storms.  All 16 remaining repair projects have been prioritized 
and are in various stages of permitting and contract implementation.  Plan, Specification, and 
Estimate (PS&E) Packages for the remaining 16 Emergency Repair (ER) 2006 Storm Damage 
Repair Program projects were sent to Caltrans and await construction authorization.  ER sites are 
administrated under the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) located on federal aid roads 
“on system.”  The department is going to bid on 6 projects listed this year – 10 of which are 
carried over from last year.  Active construction and traffic delays can be expected at the 
following locations in the next month: 
 
On June 4, 2011, Wylatti Resource Management, Inc. of Covelo (Wylatti) resumed work for DOT 
Contract No. 080002, 2006 Storm Damage Repairs on Orr Springs Road at M.P. 23.90 and M.P. 
23.98.  Additional storm damage occurred after gabion walls were started last fall and therefore 
additional work is necessary to repair and extend the project.  These contract changes were 
approved by the Board January 11, 2011 under CCO #4. 
 
On June 4, 2011, Mendocino Construction Services, Inc. (MCS) started the following projects for 
DOT Contract No. 080001, 2006 Storm Damage Repairs on Orr Springs Road at M.P. 33.05, M.P. 
33.26 and M.P. 33.73. 
 
On June 6, 2011, Granite Construction Company started the following projects for DOT Contract 
No. 070123, 2006 Storm Damage Repairs on Orr Springs Road at M.P. 34.56, M.P. 34.60 and 
M.P. 33.80. 
 
→ 2011 Storm Damage:  Caltrans Environmental is now performing field reviews and will 
need to issue a National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) clearance before significant work is 
done or the county risks losing reimbursement of 88.53% of federal funds. 
 
We are currently continuing to work on four sites that qualify for Emergency Opening (EO) only, 
but these sites may also need Permanent Repair (PR).  This work is for “restoring essential travel” 
under the EO Eligibility Criteria definition of Chapter 11 of the FHWA guidance.  These four sites 
are: Comptche Ukiah Road M.P. 8.50, Mountain View Road M.P. 14.51 and M.P. 15.36, and Bell 
Springs Road M.P. 17.50.  These four sites are all critical and MCDoT and will proceed ASAP 
after NEPA clearance.   
 
Five of the total eighteen sites (Comptche Ukiah Road M.P. 7.00 and M.P. 7.50 – both sites are 
slip outs; Mountain View Road 5.00 and Comptche Ukiah Road M.P. 21.50, and M.P. 21.65 – all 
sites are embankment failures) meet the minimum criteria for EO after field reviews.
