RESOLUTION OF THE MENDOCINO COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS APPROVING
TEMPORARY LOAN TO MENDOCINO COAST RECREATION AND PARK DISTRICT FROM
AVAILABLE COUNTY FUNDS

WHEREAS, the Mendocino Coast Recreation and Park District (hereinafter called
"district") Board of Directors did, by Resolution adopted April 13, 2011, request a temporary loan
in the amount of 85% of the projected property tax revenue from available funds of the County
of Mendocino; and

WHEREAS, the district has requested by letter a temporary loan equivalent to 85% of
the estimated revenue in the amount of three hundred ninety thousand, five hundred seventy
five dollars ($390,575); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 23010 of the Government code, the Mendocino County
Board of Supervisors is authorized to lend any of its available funds to such district provided
such loan does not exceed 85 percent of said district's anticipated tax revenues for the fiscal
year for which such loan is made, and shall be repaid out of such tax revenues prior to the
payment of any other obligation of the district; and,

WHEREAS, district's loan request of three hundred ninety thousand, five hundred
seventy five dollarS {$390,575) does not exceed 85 percent of district's anticipated tax revenues
for fiscal year 2011-12; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mendocino County Board of
Supervisors does hereby approve a temporary loan in the amount of three hundred ninety
thousand, five hundred seventy five dollars ($390,575) subject to the repayment terms as
specified by Section 23010 of the Government Cade. Such loan shall be carried at a cost of the
same interest rate the County Treasury earns during the loan period, until loan is fully repaid.

Re:  Senate Bill 744 (Wyland); Related to Water Submeter Testing
California Agricultural Commissioners and Sealers Association...OPPOSE

Dear Senator Wyland,

The Mendocino County Board of Supervisors and the Mendocino County Sealer of
Weights and Measures oppose Senate Bill 744 (Wyland). This bill would provide that
“any water submeter tested by a test bench that is regularly calibrated by a cross-check
measure shall be deemed to be tested and sealed and approved for commercial use,” as
specified, provided that the submeter is type approved by the Division of Measurement
Standards. Under current law, only licensed sealers of weights and measures or licensed
service agents can test for accuracy and place into service a commercial weighing or
measuring device.

This bill would remove the impartiality and testing provided by a licensed sealer and
allow the manufacturers of water submeters to certify their own meters as accurate. If
manufacturers are allowed to certify their own meters, that will encourage attempts to
implement poorly designed, inaccurate meters with high failure rates. Tenants of mobile
home parks and other facilities where submeters are used to determine the amount billed
will be subject to monetary harm if this bill is passed.

The exemption provided to water submeters in SB 744 is not extended to any of the other
hundreds of thousands of commercial weighing and measuring devices (scales, gas
pumps vapor meters, electric meters etc.) in use throughout the state. This proposed
legislative carve-out for a singular type of device and manufacturer undermines the
longstanding assurances of integrity, quality and accuracy that weights and measures
laws and regulations provide to the marketplace and to consumers. It is for these reasons
that we respectfully request your “NO” vote on SB 744.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Applicant requests an after the fact approval to convert existing ~ 4,452 sq.
ft barn to ~3,024 sqg. ft single family residence with ~1,428 sq. ft attached garage. Associated
development includes septic system and utility connections. Subject parcel is an agricultural preserve
under a Williamson Act contract and is developed with existing hay and livestock barns, driveway, and

spring.

Staff notes that CDP 25-92 permitted construction of a 3024 sq. ft barn, however, the existing structure is
~4452 sq. ft. An attached addition would have been exempt from a CDP.

LOCAL COASTAL PROGRAM CONSISTENCY RECOMMENDATION: The proposed project is
consistent with the applicable goals and policies of the Local Coastal Program as described below.
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Land Use

The parcel is classified on the Coastal Plan Map as Range Lands 160 Acres Minimum (RL-160). The
proposed single family residence and associated development are permitted uses within the Range
Lands Zoning District, and are consistent with the Range Lands land use classification.

Pursuant to Section 10A.13.030 of the Mendocino County Code, the Board of Supervisors finds that it is
in the public’s interest to preserve and protect agricultural land and operations within the County of
Mendocino and to specifically protect these lands for agricultural use. Further, the Coastal Act
establishes agriculture as a priority use. The inherent potential land-use conflicts associated with
residential development adjacent to or within the vicinity of agricultural lands include, but are not limited
to, the sounds, odors, dust and chemicals that may accompany agricultural operations. Therefore,
pursuant to Section 10A.13.040(C) of the County Code, Special Condition 1 is added to require the
applicant to submit, prior to issuance of a building permit, a signed statement of acknowledgement that
the residents of the subject parcel may be subject to inconvenience or discomfort arising from adjacent
or nearby agricultural operations. Although not specifically required by the County's Local Coastal
Program (LCP), this ordinance is uniformly applied throughout the unincorporated areas of the County.

The Agricultural Resources chapter of the MCCZC, Section 20.508.020 (A)(1) states:

No new dwellings in a residential area shall be located closer than two hundred (200)
feet from an agriculturally designated parcel unless there is no other feasible building site on the
parcel.

The required yard setbacks for a parcel in an RL zone are 50 feet from all property lines. A corridor
preservation setback of 40 feet applies along State Highway 1, resulting in a front yard setback of either
90 feet from the road corridor centerline or 50 feet from the property line, whichever is greater. As shown
on the Site Plan, the closest property line is 240 ft from the proposed residence.

Staff referred the project to John Speka, the planner involved with the Resource Lands Protection
Committee which reviews projects to ensure their compliance with the Williamson Act — as the subject
property in under Williamson Act Ag. Preserve contract. Staff was assured that the property is in
compliance.

The height limit is 28 feet above natural grade for non-highly scenic areas, the proposed 24.5 ft height of
the residence complies with the limit. Lot coverage is ten percent for parcels over five acres in size. The
subject parcel is 60.5 acres, or 2,635,380 square feet — the existing developments are well below limit
and do not exceed 263,538 square feet.

Michael Oliphant, Senior Building Inspector, responded to staff’s request for comments noting that “as
built” plans will be required, and that a California licensed architect or engineer must approve and stamp
the plans according to the 2010 CBC. Standard condition 4 addresses this comment.

Public Access

The project site is located east of Highway 1 and public access to the shoreline will not be affected by the
project.
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Hazards

The property is in an area of “very high” fire hazard severity ratings as determined by the California
Department of Forestry and Fire Prevention (Cal Fire). The structure is existing; therefore the proposed
project is exempt from the fire safe regulations. The Fort Bragg Fire District was referred the project and
no comments were received.

The proposed structure exists and is located in a relatively flat area. The development does not present
any hazard issues relative to slope failure. There are no known faults, landslides or other geologic
hazards in close proximity to the proposed development.

Visual Resources

The parcel is not located in a designated Highly Scenic Area; therefore, it is not subject to the policies
within the Coastal Element relating to visual resources, except for the following policy that applies to all
parcels within the Coastal Zone:

Policy 3.5-1 of the Coastal Element states:

... The scenic and visual qualities of Mendocino County coastal areas shall be considered and
projected as a resource of public importance. Permitted development shall be sited and designed
to protect views to and along the ocean and scenic coastal areas, to minimize the alteration of
natural land forms, to be visually compatible with the character of surrounding areas and, where
feasible, to restore and enhance visual quality in visually degraded areas...

The proposed residence, as pictured below in Figure 1, is visually buffered by existing conifers. This
vegetation provides a visual screen of the residence while viewing from Highway 1.
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
