B PREVIOUS BOARD/BOARD COMMITTEE ACTIONS: The Board previously authorized the Sheriff's Office
to submit the FY 2010 Interoperable Emergency Communications Grant (IECGP) in the amount of
$22,000, including authorization to make amendments to the grant. Grants are routinely modified to
increase or decrease monetary figures to reflect changes during the grant cycle. The Approved List of
Fixed Assets is adopted by the Board with the final budget and is modified throughout the year to
reflect additions and deletions. Equipment purchases are approved regularly when an identified need
arises to make purchases at current prices prior to increases in costs.

B SUMMARY OF REQUEST: The funds for this grant were set aside for the 18 Northern California
Counties, which are all members of the Northern Area Planning Committee (NPAC). The Mendocino
County Office of Emergency Services submitted the original proposal to receive funding, which was
approved, to fund a new Sheriff's Radio receiver in Laytonville. OES has subsequently submitted two
additional proposals to the NPAC. These two new proposals were approved by NPAC and
modifications were approved to the FY10 IECGP grant, by the California Emergency Management
Agency (Cal EMA), to fund the replacement of three Emergency Medical Service radio repeaters and
to fund the addition of a voting radio receiver and antenna, for the Sheriff's Radio system, in Point
Arena. Narrow banding is a federal mandate and this proposal will offset 75% of the mandated but
unfunded costs of replacing these EMS repeaters with a total project cost estimated at $45,000.00. The
25% matching funds ($11,250) have been identified and set aside by Public Health as the responsible
county agency for the EMS radio system. The addition of a voting receiver in Point Arena will greatly
improve public safety response and radio coverage on the South Coast, an area typically prone to poor
radio reception.

The Community Development Commission of Mendocino County (the “CDC”) administers the Home
Investment Partnerships (HOME) Program for the County of Mendocino. The HOME program provides
funding for projects and programs that create and retain affordable housing.

This year's HOME Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) was issued on June 1, 2011 with applications
due by August 16, 2011. This year’s NOFA has a maximum of $700,000 available per jurisdiction for
the Programs side and up to a maximum of $4,000,000 for the Projects side (rental new construction
projects). Eligible Programs activities include the following: First Time Homebuyer (FTHB) program,
Owner-Occupied Housing Rehabilitation program, Tenant Based Rental Assistance (TBRA) program, a
Housing Combination Program consisting of OOR and FTHB, or a split between two programs. A
submittal under the Programs side of the NOFA is not affected by past performance on the HOME
Projects side.

In response to the 2011 NOFA, CDC has prepared an application for a split FTHB/TBRA program to be
operated in County of Mendocino unincorporated areas.

HOME regulations require a resolution by the County Board of Supervisors to authorize submittal of an
application.

CDC administered a City of Ukiah HOME FTHB program from 2009-2011 and made nine loans under
this program. During the period CDC provided homeownership counseling to 79 residents. Lenders
reported strong demand from their clients for the HOME FTHB program, and it is expected funding of a
County HOME FTHB grant would lead to the financing of at least three loans to first time homebuyers.

The County was awarded a State Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) in 2011. A portion of
these grant funds will be used for a CDBG FTHB program. If the subject HOME application is awarded
by the State, the combination of these two programs (CDBG and HOME) is expected to fund a total of

at least six loans to eligible first time homebuyers in the next two to three years.

The FTHB program, formerly known as the Down payment Assistance Program (DAP), would provide
deferred payment (no payments on principal and interest), three percent (3%) interest rate loans,
amortized over 30 years, to qualifying low-income first time homebuyers. The FTHB loan would be
recorded in second position behind a loan with a traditional lender. Commonly referred to as a “silent
second,” the FTHB loan provides gap financing for the low-income homebuyer between what they
qualify for from the first lender and the purchase price.

An example is below:

Purchase price of home = $225,000
Homebuyer qualifies for = $150,000
Gap $(75,000) > County HOME FTHB loan = $75,000

The FTHB program could have economic development benefits for the county as well. In CDC's
experience administering HOME and Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) first time
homebuyer programs for Mendocino County jurisdictions since 1997, most lenders participating in the
program are locally based. The program provides local lenders with additional clients who would
otherwise not qualify.

TBRA Program

The County was awarded a HOME TBRA grant, 08-HOME-4706, in 2008. CDC has been
administering this program for the County and has assisted 102 low-income tenants. Over 50% of
these HOME program funds have been expended, and the additional $308,000 would be used to
continue this successful program. It is estimated the new TBRA program would assist approximately
25 low-income tenants countywide.

The 2006 Census showed that of the approximately 5,600 families living in poverty in Mendocino
County, 20% of them were in need of rental assistance. The Community Development Commission of
Mendocino County (CDC) currently has a waiting list of approximately 500 families needing tenant
based rental assistance and there are reports of similar waiting lists at other local housing providers.
Thus, it is anticipated there will continue to be much demand for the assistance that would be provided.

HOME provides funding to cities, counties and nonprofit community housing development organizations
(CHDOSs) for projects and programs in support of housing rehabilitation, acquisition, tenant-based rental
assistance, new construction, acquisition/rehabilitation, and predevelopment loans. Activities must
benefit “lower-income” renters or owners, defined as those individuals earning 80% of Area Median
Income in Mendocino County or less.

RESOLUTION OF THE MENDOCINO COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS AUTHORIZING

WHEREAS, The California Department of Housing and Community Development (the
“Department”) is authorized to allocate HOME Investment Partnerships Program (“HOME")
funds made available from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD").
HOME funds are to be used for the purposes set forth in Title Il of the Cranston-Gonzalez
National Affordable Housing Act of 1990, in federal implementing regulations set forth in Title 24
of the Code of Federal Regulations, part 92, and in Title 25 of the California Code of
Regulations commencing with section 8200; and

WHEREAS, On June 1, 2011 the Department issued a 2011 Notice of Funding
Availability announcing the availability of funds under the HOME program (the “NOFA”"); and

WHEREAS, in response to the 2011 NOFA, County of Mendocino, a political subdivision
of the State of California (the “Applicant”), wishes to apply to the Department for, and receive an
allocation of, HOME funds.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mendocino County Board of
Supervisors as follows:

Section 1

In response to the 2011 NOFA, the Applicant shall submit an application to the Department to
participate in the HOME program and for an allocation of funds not to exceed Seven Hundred
Thousand Dollars ($700,000) for the following activities:

First Time Homebuyers (FTHB) Program $319,069
FTHB Activity Delivery $ 22,181
Tenant Based Rental Assistance (TBRA) Program $308,000
TBRA Administration $ 33,250
General Administration $ 17,500
Total $700,000

FTHB and TBRA activities will be located in unincorporated areas of the County of Mendocino.
For TBRA, activities will also be located in Mendocino County HOME-eligible jurisdictions.

Section 2

If the application for funding is approved, then the Applicant hereby agrees to use the HOME
funds for eligible activities in the manner presented in its application as approved by the
Department in accordance with the statutes and regulations cited above. The Applicant may
also execute a standard agreement, any amendments thereto, and any and all other documents
or instruments necessary or required by the Department or HUD for participation in the HOME
program (collectively, the required documents).



Section 3
The applicant authorizes the Chief Executive Officer or his/her designee(s) to execute, in the
name of the applicant, the required documents.

Section 4

The County of Mendocino authorizes the Executive Director of the Community Development
Commission of Mendocino County or his/her designee(s) to act on the County’s behalf in all
matters pertaining to this program, including executing all other documents and reports as
required by the Department of Housing and Community Development or the United States
Department of Housing and Urban Development for participation in the HOME program.

Sec. 22.12.040 - Archeological Commission.

(A) There is hereby established the Mendocino County Archeological Commission, hereinafter
referred to as "Commission.” The Commission shall consist of five (5) regular members and one (1)
alternate member, each member to serve without compensation except for travel and other out-of-
pocket costs. The Board of Supervisors shall appoint the following persons to the Commission:

(1) The Director of the Mendocino County Museum (or his designee);

(2) A Native American Indian or a representative of a Native American Indian tribe, council or
group who is a resident of the County of Mendocino;

(3) The Director of Mendocino County Planning and Building Services and his/her designee;

(4) A qualified, professional archaeologist; if such person is not available, the Board of
Supervisors may appoint, in lieu thereof, a person having professional training in the field of
archaeology;

(5) A representative of an industry such as timber, cattle, sheep or other type likely to be
affected by this Chapter;

(6) A person having professional training in the field of archaeology designated by the Board of
Supervisors as an "alternate member," to serve whenever a regular member is unable for any
reason to attend or participate in any Commission proceedings.

(B) All members of the Commission except for the Director of the Mendocino County Museum and the
Director of the Mendocino County Planning and Building Services Department (or their designees) shall
be appointed for a term of two (2) years. At the first regular meeting following January 1st of each year,
the Commission members shall elect from among themselves a chairperson and a vice-chairperson.

(C) The Commission shall make rules and regulations and take action necessary or convenient for
carrying out its duties and powers under this Chapter. Any person aggrieved by the adoption of any
rule, regulation or action may appeal by filing within ten (10) days thereafter a letter with the Clerk of the
Board of Supervisors specifying the rule, regulation or action appealed from and the grounds for
appeal. No rule, regulation or action shall go into effect until the lapse of ten (10) days after its adoption
or, if appealed, upon approval by the Board of Supervisors.

(D) Three (3) members of the Commission shall constitute a quorum. The affirmative vote of a
majority of the total membership of the Commission shall be required for any action of the Commission
when four or more members are present. The affirmative vote of a majority of the quorum shall be
required for any action of the Commission when only a quorum is present. A decision of the
Commission may be made by telephone or other verbal agreement if there is insufficient time for a
meeting to be called; any decision so made shall be deemed effective unless the Commission fails to
ratify the same at a regular or special meeting within thirty (30) days thereatfter.

(E) Appeals from the action of the Commission may be made only to the Board of Supervisors.
Appeals must be filed with the Clerk of the Board within ten (10) days of the action and shall be
accompanied by a fee set by the Board of Supervisors. The decision of the Board of Supervisors is
final.



(F) The Commission may appoint or designate representatives to act in the name of the Commission
whenever such representatives are authorized to act by the provisions of this chapter. Each such
representative shall be subject to removal by the Board of Supervisors upon good cause shown.

(G) The Commission shall consult with the Mendocino County Sheriff-Coroner and the Native
American Heritage Commission as appropriate when human remains are encountered by or reported to
the Commission to fulfill any obligations under the California Public Resources Code Section 5097.98
and Section 7050.5 of the Health and Safety Code of California.

B PREVIOUS BOARD/BOARD COMMITTEE ACTIONS: On April 26, 2011, the Board of Supervisors
approved the recommendation to negotiate a contract with HealthyRoads for the purpose of
providing enhanced Wellness Services in conjunction with the County’s current program and
establishment of monitoring of wellness incentives associated with the County’s Employee and Non-
Medicare Eligible Retiree Health Plans.

B SUMMARY OF REQUEST: On April 26, 2011, the Board of Supervisors approved the recommendation
of the 2011 Wellness Strategy Committee to enhance the current Wellness Program through the use of
HealthyRoads, Inc. The HealthyRoads contract provides for health screenings, biometric testing, health
related “coaching sessions”, and the monitoring/reporting of wellness incentives for the purpose of
qualifying employees/non-Medicare eligible retirees for reductions in their out-of-pocket costs to the
Employee and Non-Medicare Eligible Retiree Health Plans. The Board approved this recommendation
as a means to handle increasing medical/prescription costs by improving the health of County
employees/retirees. A copy of the April 26, 2011 Staff Report is attached as reference to the Board’s
approval to negotiate a contract with HealthyRoads with an effective date of July 1, 2011. Staff is
requesting approval of the attached contract.

It should be noted that with the Board’s approval of Health Plan Consulting/Broker Services with
Keenan & Associates, we were able to secure a 15% reduction in the program cost from that reported in
April through their contractual relationship with HealthyRoads.

Human Resources — Staff Report

Background

The Human Resources Department, with the assistance of its Health Plan Consultant (Bordan Darm,
Mercer) and a Wellness Advisory Committee made up of representatives from a number of Bargaining
Units and a non-Medicare Eligible retiree, evaluated options for incentive-based plan design changes
which could potentially reduce employee and non-Medicare eligible retiree co-insurance, deductibles
and/or pharmacy co-pays if certain health related criteria are met (i.e. such as completion of a health risk
assessment, annual wellness physical and biometric evaluation). In conjunction with this, the Committee
solicited proposals for options and/or enhancements to our existing Employee Assistance Program
(EAP) and Wellness (MCWOW) program benefits for the purpose of integrating the services of Wellness
and/or EAP service providers with the County’s medical plan and existing Wellness and/or EAP
resources to achieve greater efficiencies and effectiveness of the overall management of the County’s
health plan with the ultimate goal of reducing County cost. It is expected that through this process we
would find enhanced reporting capabilities to measure program utilization and effectiveness to overall
plan and health management.

The County of Mendocino presently offers its employees, their dependants over age 14 and retirees who
participate in the County’s non-Medicare eligible Retiree Health Plan, a Wellness and EAP program
focused on the enhancement of individual health, safety, morale, reduction of lifestyle related illnesses
and diseases, and encouragement for the development of healthier work environments. Those
employees and their qualifying dependents who are enrolled in the County’s health plan or retirees
enrolled in the Non-Medicare eligible retiree Health Plan have access to wellness benefits such as free
annual wellness screenings, age appropriate testing, access to a wellness library, and health education
and physical activity classes hosted by Human Resources and provided by local community
organizations/individuals in an effort to provide County employees and non-Medicare eligible retirees
with resources to improve their health.

Although the MCWOW program typically offers onsite clinical evaluations and health risk assessments,
due to the resignation of the County’s Wellness Nurse these services have not been offered this past
year. Human Resources recognizes the value of this service to both the County and the employees/non-
Medicare eligible retirees and has been evaluating its options to resume this service. The Wellness
Program has been in existence since 1994. At that time, the Board adopted Policy #29, Mendocino
County Wellness Participation in recognition of their support and understanding of the benefit
surrounding wellness of County of Mendocino employees.

The County also offers its employees and their insured family members access to an Employee
Assistance Program (EAP) which provides assessment, problem solving, referral, consultation and crisis
response related to a number of concerns such as work/personal stress, marital difficulties, parenting
problems, alcohol/drug use, loss/grief, etc.




Both the EAP and Wellness Programs (BU 4025) have been administered by Human Resources since
October 2008. Prior to that time, the programs were administered by the Public Health Department. The
Programs are funded from the Health Insurance Trust Fund and Workers Compensation fund. The non-
Medicare Eligible Retiree Health Fund provides direct funding for those retirees who participate in the
health screenings. The budget for Fiscal Year 2010/11 for the two programs is $404,808. One full-time
Staff Assistant Ill coordinates both programs, with program oversight provided by the Human Resources
Director and Human Resources Manager. In addition, the County has contracted with two in-take
consultants for the purposes of referring employees to a selection of EAP service providers based on the
issue/need.

Wellness Strateqy Committee - 2011

On December 15, 2010, Human Resources solicited participation from each of the bargaining units, the
Employee Wellness Advisory Committee and Retiree Health Benefits Committee for assistance in
evaluating the options available to the County for enhancing our programs, reducing costs and
evaluating various incentive-based health plan changes to encourage higher levels of participation within
our Programs with the ultimate goal of achieving higher levels of health and wellbeing for our employees
and reducing health plan costs through early detection of potential costly health problems. A
representative from the Management, SEIU, Department Head, MCPEA, and Confidential bargaining
units as well as a representative from the Non-Medicare Eligible retirees participated. Those bargaining
units that did not actively participate in the process were kept appraised of the activities of the Committee
via email notifications. Committee members were charged with keeping their various bargaining/interest
groups informed of the process, direction and desired outcome.

The Committee has met on four different occasions, with a sub-committee meeting one additional time.

Health & Non-Medicare Eligible Retiree Health Plan Design Changes — Wellness Based Incentives

With the assistance of Mercer, the Wellness Strategy Committee evaluated options for incentive-based
plan design changes to the Health and Non-Medicare Eligible Retiree Health Plan which could potentially
reduce co-insurance, deductibles and/or pharmacy co-pays if certain health related criteria were met.
Essentially, the Committee looked at ways employees and/or non-Medicare eligible retirees might be
rewarded via financial incentives if they took pro-active measures defined by the County to take care of
themselves. It was the Committee’s consensus that by promoting healthy behaviors, educating
members and encouraging preventive care, the County would meet its goal of reducing claims overall on
a short and long term basis as well as developing a healthier and balanced work environment for its
employees in the time of high personal and professional stress and uncertainty.

The outcome of this analysis and the Committee’s recommendation is described below in the
“Recommended Action”.

It should be noted that HIPAA allows Health Plans to offer rewards to individuals who volunteer to
participate in an incentive-based program provided the reward is based on participation and not any test
results.

EAP & Wellness - Request for Proposals & Program Evaluation Process

Human Resources solicited proposals for options and/or enhancements to our existing Employee
Assistance Program (EAP) and Wellness (MCWOW) program benefits for the purpose of integrating the
services of Wellness and EAP service providers with the County’s medical plan and existing Wellness
and EAP resources to achieve greater efficiencies and effectiveness of the overall management of the
County’s health plan with the ultimate goal of reducing County cost. A notice was also placed in the local
paper to ensure local businesses were aware of the County’s desired service.



Request for Proposals were sent to 31 vendors, with 11 responding. A sub-committee of the Wellness
Strategy Committee met to review the proposals, with Mercer acting as the County’s advisor throughout
the review process. The sub-Committee’s evaluation process resulted in the recommendation that the
entire Wellness Strategy Committee interview three Wellness providers (Healthyroads, Viverae and
Viridian) and one EAP provider (MHN). Prior to meeting for the interviews, the Committee tested each of
the finalist's websites to determine their accessibility and user friendliness. The results of this analysis is
discussed below.

EAP Program Evaluation

Objectives: Assess whether another vendor can provide equal or better services than the County’s in-
house program and could the County realize cost savings by outsourcing program.

The Committee was extremely impressed with the level of service available to the County through the
MHN EAP program. With the much higher support system available to County employees and their
qualifying dependents at a lessor cost than our current program, the Committee strongly encourages
the County to make the transition from an in-house program to outsourcing the EAP program to MHN.
Key factors in the determination were:

e They have extensive public agency and law enforcement experience. Currently providing EAP
services to Sonoma and Humboldt Counties, as well as the CHP and the State of California;

e Ability and willingness to enter into agreements with County’s current list of EAP providers.

Currently contracted with 25 of our local providers and offer an additional 55 providers not

currently used within the County;

Offers a Crisis Intervention Program;

Offers training workshops for employees;

Offers Management/Supervisory Skill Development Training;

Clinicians on staff and available by telephone 24 hours/day 7 days/week, 365 days/year;

Provide Quarterly Utilization Reports — to enable County to assess areas of focus within the

Wellness Program.

The current Fiscal Year 2010/11 EAP budget is $241,729. MHN proposal provides for a 3 year contract
at an annual cost of $162,472/year. MHN proposes to provide a significant higher level of services than
currently offered at approximately $79,257 less per year.

Wellness Program Evaluation

Healthyroads, Viverae and Viridian were invited to meet with the Wellness Strategy Committee on April
12, 2011. The three Wellness vendors were evaluated on:

Corporate Background Communication Support
Account Management Coaching

Web Portal Data Feeds

Health Risk Assessment Implementation
Incentive Tracking Service

Educational Opportunities



Based on those interviews, the Committee concluded that Healthyroads best met the needs of the
County with their proposed Wellness Program enhancements of:

e Coaching to provide ongoing support for, but not limited to, weight management, stress
management, preventive health, tobacco cessation, diabetes, hypertension and high cholesterol;

e Increased Health/Wellness educational training opportunities (including e-coaching courses and
certificates of completion);

e Provide Worksite Biometric Screenings at the County’s major work locations.

¢ Incentive tracking capabilities;

e Ability to interact and access claims data information from the County’s Third Party Administrator
and Prescription Drug Manager (Delta/Medco)

e Ability to provide the County with necessary statistical data for assessing the program’s success
and identifying areas of focus (i.e. diabetes prevention, etc).

e Flexibility in offering services electronically, telephonically, in person and on-site;

e Easy, user friendly online Wellness Portal providing employees with comprehensive, interactive
and integrated wellness website

The Healthyroads Wellness program is nationally accredited and the organization has over 25 years of
wellness experience. The Committee feels the services offered by Healthyroads will compliment our
current program which continues to partner with local medical and service providers for health/financial
education and physical activity opportunities. The Committee believes the proposed Wellness program
enhancements will provide for greater efficiencies and effectiveness of the overall management of the
County’s health plan with the ultimate goal of reducing County and employee/retiree cost.

Recommended Actions

Staff concurs with the Wellness/EAP Program Review Committee’s recommendations as follows:

1. Revise the Employee and Non-Medicare Eligible Retiree Health Plan Designs to reflect
wellness based incentives.

Wellness Plan Year 1 - Phase |

Purpose: Capture Health Statistics of County Population as an aggregate
Qualifying Period: July 1, 2011 — October 15, 2011

Effective Date: July 1, 2012

Criteria or Activities Required to Qualify:

e Employee/non-Medicare Eligible Retiree attends Program Orientation/Launch Meeting
which explains program, process and timelines in detail (or webinar with exam to get
attendance credit)

e Employee/non-Medicare Eligible Retiree completes a Health Risk Assessment
(electronically, telephonically, or by paper);

e Employee/non-Medicare Eligible Retiree Employee completes Annual Wellness Physical
(including age/gender appropriate screenings such as mammograms, colorectal
screening, etc. (these services are free of charge to the employee/non-Medicare eligible
retiree through the Health Plan Wellness benefit) and);

e Employee/non-Medicare Eligible Retiree Employee obtains Biometric Screening (lab
work, weight, height, blood pressure, BMI — note some of these tests may be covered
within the Wellness Physical).



Wellness Plan Year 1 - Phase Il

Purpose: Continuing incentive qualification to maintain Wellness Benefit. Create
healthylife style changes and early detection and or prevention of future
health problems.

Qualifying Period: November 1, 2011 — April 30, 2012
Effective Date: July 1, 2012
Criteria or Activities Required to Qualify:

e Employee/non-Medicare Eligible Retiree attends Open Enrollment Meeting in November
(or webinar with exam to get attendance credit)

e Employee/non-Medicare Eligible Retiree completes 5 County approved health education
opportunities or healthy activities.

Note: It is proposed that for the first year of the initial program implementation (Phases | and Il)
only employees and non-Medicare eligible retirees enrolled in Retiree Health Plan will be able to
qualify for the incentives (not dependents). In the first year, the Committee felt it most important
to focus on obtaining health data of its employees/retirees as the program is rolled out with the
goal of extending the incentive to family members in the second year.

Out of Pocket Cost Reduction Incentive:

Employee/Non-Medicare Eligible Retiree must meet Criteria for Phase | AND Phase II:
e 5% reduction in member co-insurance
e $5.00 reduction in Rx co-pay
e $100 reduction in deductible

Financial Impact:

It is anticipated that a savings of approximately $10,000 in the Retiree Health claims costs and
$50,000 in active employee claims costs will be recognized in the first year of implementation. This
first year of claims cost savings realized will be minimal at 0.0% to 0.5% due to offsetting program
implementation costs. It is anticipated that by the program’s third year, we can expect savings to
increase to 1.5% to 3.0% of claims costs.

Authorize Transition from a self-administered Employee Assistance Plan to use of MHN as
the County’s formal EAP provider administrator.

e Authorize staff to negotiate a contract for the Board’s approval with desired
implementation and transition date of July 1, 2011.

e Authorize notification of intended transition to appropriate personnel, vendors, etc.

Authorize staff to contract with Healthyroads for the purpose of providing Wellness
Services in conjunction with the County’s current program offerings and establishment of
monitoring of wellness incentives.

e Authorize staff to negotiate a contract for the Board’s approval with desired
implementation and transition date of July 1, 2011.

e Authorize notification of intended transition to appropriate personnel, vendors, etc



Health Insurance Portability and Accountablility Act (HIPAA) & Confidentiality

Under HIPAA protected health information (PHI) is defined as information that contains past, present, or
future physical or mental health information that can be linked to a specific person. This information
cannot be transmitted via phone, fax or e-mail, or in person to another party unless there is a contract
acknowledging the treatment and use of the PHI as mandated by HIPAA. In addition, PHI cannot be
transmitted via e-mail unless the identifiable information is encrypted. Both proposed vendors have
provided assurances that HIPAA compliance and County confidentiality requirements will be strictly met.

The County’s EAP Policy Statement ensures that all activities and records are held and kept in the
strictest of confidence with exceptions to be made only in compliance with federal or state law (i.e. report
requirements for child abuse, elder abuse, or imminent harm to self or others). Information from EAP or
Protected Health Information will not be noted in any official County of Mendocino report or in the
employee’s personnel file.

This policy will continue to be strictly adhered to if EAP/Wellness services are outsourced. In fact, it is
Human Resources belief that the County would probably see a rise in participation levels of both
programs if they were administered by someone other than a “fellow county employee”.

Next Steps

e Development of Communication Plan. If the Board approves any or all of the
recommendations presented above, Staff anticipates reconvening the Wellness Committee for
purposes of developing a communication plan for various transitions. The methods of
communication will include Open Enroliment, Departmental Safety/Staff meetings, e-mail blasts,
mailers/payroll stuffers, and flyers, posters and signs. Both vendors, MHN and Healthyroads, and
the County’s Health Plan Consultant will have an integral role in the development and
implementation of the communication plan.

e Report to Board on program status & presentation/recommendation for implementation of
Wellness Plan Year 2 proposal.

Summary

In summary, the recommendations reflect no reduction of current health plan, Wellness or EAP services
or benefits. It is anticipated that no additional costs to the County will occur over current annual health
plan and that the County will experience a reduction in costs over the next 3-5 years. In addition, making
these changes will enable the County to provide an improved, higher level of services/benefits to our
employees.

There is an extensive body of research on organization management that indicates productivity in an
organization improves when people feel validated (cared for) as employees and that their work/services
are valued. Additionally, Wellness is now becoming a prime focus among public agencies for the most
useful opportunity (tool) for handling increasing medical/prescription costs.

Human Resources wishes to thank each of the participants of the Wellness Strategy Committee for their
commitment and dedication to the County and their fellow employees in developing methods for reducing
costs and maintaining personal wellbeing.

In conclusion, staff wishes to recognize and applaud the Board of Supervisor’s for their visionary,
progressive efforts by supporting the efforts of the County’s Wellness/EAP programs over the past 17
years.

Attached herewith is a listing of all investments held by the Mendocino County Investment
Pool as of June 30, 2011. The investments have been made in accordance with the
Investment Policy and are permitted investments according to current California law. The
market value of the investments is provided by Union Bank of California acting in the
capacity of “safekeeping agent” for the investments.

Due to the nature of a public funds portfolio, it is mandatory that moneys be available to
meet the monetary requirements inherent to operating a public entity. With this obligation
in mind, the pool remains somewhat liquid in light of the continuing budget issues that are
surrounding the State of California. Liquidity needs severely impact investment types;
therefore, the pool has substantial funds situated in the Local Agency Investment Fund
(LAIF). Funds in LAIF are accessible with same-day notice.

Due to the current financial environment, interest apportionment rates continue to be at
historically low rates and will more than likely continue that way for much of 2011. Per
Supervisor Pinches’ suggestion, this report will now include funds held in the checkbook
at month end as well as checks and cash on hand in the Treasurer’s Office at month end.
This addition will more accurately reflect total funds in the Treasury Pool. If you have any
questions regarding this report or the investments reported, please do not hesitate to
contact me directly.

The state has contributed
funds to counties to make up for losses in tax revenues resulting from Williamson Act contracts. The state’s
ongoing budget crisis has reduced their contributions to Williamson Act subventions in recent years, and
the current state budget zeros out the program. Senator Evans has sponsored SB 668 as a stopgap measure
allowing the program to continue while the state improves its financial condition. SB 668 creates a means
for public agencies and non-profit organizations that have an interest in protecting agricultural lands and
open space, to use this program to contribute amounts negotiated with landowners into a county fund that
will help make up for lost property tax revenues resulting from these 10-year agricultural easements. The
state’s failure to pass SB 668 may result in the loss of vital agricultural lands and open spaces to
development. The bill has received bipartisan support will all committee and floor votes to date in the
affirmative.

The Mendocino County Board of Supervisors appreciate your sponsorship of SB 668 (Local Government:
Williamson Act), and offer our unanimous support for the bill.

The California Land Conservation Act of 1965, otherwise known as the Williamson Act, authorizes cities
and counties to enter into 10-year contracts with landowners whereby the landowner agrees to restrict the
use of his or her land in exchange for a reduced property taxation rate. Under existing law, the city or
county receives a subvention for the property tax revenue lost as a result of these contracts.

Your bill would provide a tool to authorize a nonprofit land-trust organization, a nonprofit entity, or a
public agency to enter into a contract with a landowner who has also entered into a Williamson Act
contract, upon approval of the city or county that holds the Williamson Act contract, to keep that
landowner’s land in contract under the Williamson Act, for a period of up to 10 years in exchange for the
open-space district’s, land-trust organization’s, or nonprofit entity’s payment of all or a portion of the
foregone property tax revenue to the county, where the state has failed to reimburse, or reduced the
subvention to, the city or county for property tax revenues not received as a result of Williamson Act
contracts.

SB 668 provides additional options for ag land preservation. Without state subvention, these options are
critical. The Mendocino County Board of Supervisors recognizes your continued leadership and
perseverance on this critical rural issue, and offers our support for SB 668.

SUBJECT: Local Impacts of ABX1 26 and ABX1 27, and Available Options to either
Continue or Eliminate the Redevelopment Agency of the County of Mendocino

Summary

On June 28, 2011, the California State Legislature approved the latest budget proposal (SB 87)
and sent it to the Governor with the previously passed trailer bills, ABX1 26 (“Elimination Bill”")
and ABX1 27 (“Continuation Bill”). The budget and the trailer bills were subsequently
approved and signed by the Governor.

Under this new Legislation, California Community Redevelopment Law (“CRL”) is significantly
modified, and the future of all California redevelopment agencies are fundamentally altered. The
Elimination Bill required the immediate suspension of most new redevelopment activities, and
calls for redevelopment agencies to be dissolved on October 1, 2011. The Continuation Bill
allows redevelopment agencies to avoid dissolution by opting in to an “alternative voluntary
redevelopment program” (the “Voluntary Program”) that requires annual contributions to local
schools and special districts.

The California Redevelopment Association (“CRA”) and the League of California Cities
(“League™) have challenged the validity and constitutionality of ABX1 26 and ABX1 27 in
court, and are pursuing a stay on implementation until a decision has been made as to the
constitutionality of these laws.

The Board of Supervisors will need to decide whether to dissolve the Redevelopment Agency of
the County of Mendocino (County RDA) in accordance with the Elimination Bill, or to authorize
payments to the State in accordance with the Continuation Bill. The Executive Office
recommends that the Board authorize participation in the Voluntary Program and continue
County RDA operations.



Brief History of County RDA

The County RDA exists to benefit its adopted project area, which actually consists of three sub-
areas, totaling approximately 772 acres. These sub-areas are located generally along State Street,
just south of Ukiah, just north of Ukiah, and the community of Calpella.

The County RDA’s current Five-Year Implementation Plan (adopted November 18, 2008, and
available online at http://www.co.mendocino.ca.us/econdev/redevelopment/) established the
following goals:
(1) Ensure a range of quality housing choices for lower-income households.
(2) Rehabilitate the physical and natural environment and secure adequate infrastructure for
the safe and efficient delivery of services and people.
(3) Eliminate environmental and visual blight on both public and private parcels.
(4) Align the area as consistent with the adjacent communities in functional and economic
terms.

While this is not a comprehensive list, recent projects that have been assisted by the County
RDA include the Lakewood Homes Self-Help Housing Subdivision, the North State St.
widening, and the ARC Gymnasium. Additionally, the County RDA had an instrumental role in
the recently completed Plans, Specifications, and Estimates for the widening of South State St,
improving major intersections on North State St, and improving Calpella’s Community Core.

Current Status of County RDA

The Elimination Bill immediately suspended and prohibited most new redevelopment activities,
including, but not limited to: entering into new contracts, amending contracts, amending
redevelopment plans, incurring new debt, selling, leasing, or encumbering property, acquiring
property, etc. Additionally, this Bill will dissolve the County RDA effective October 1, 2011, if
no further action is taken by the County. The only two available options are (1) continue
operations of the County RDA through participation in a VVoluntary Program, or (2) allow the
dissolution of the County RDA.

Option I: County RDA Continuation Scenario

To avoid being dissolved, and to lift the suspension of activities under the Elimination Bill, the
Board may elect to continue operating the County RDA by participating in a Voluntary Program
that requires specified payments to local schools and special districts. The Voluntary Program
requires adoption of an ordinance, committing the County’s payments which would begin in FY
2011/12, and then continuing in all following years that the County RDA’s redevelopment
program operates (“Opt-in Payments”). Upon conclusion of the ordinance adoption process, the
County RDA would no longer be subject to the provisions of the Elimination Bill and may
recommence normal redevelopment activities under the current CRL.

Under the continuation scenario, the County’s Opt-in Payments would be made twice a year, on
January 15 and May 15. The FY 2011/12 amount is currently estimated to slightly exceed
$131,000; in subsequent years, the annual Opt-In Payment is estimated at approximately $30,000
(subject to increase under a complicated formula to the extent the County RDA incurs new non-
Housing Fund debt or other obligations on or after October 1, 2011). The actual amounts will be
based on the State Department of Finance’s calculations, which are expected in August of this



year, but they can be reasonably estimated as a 35% “premium” on any new debt of the County
RDA.

This 35% premium will significantly increase the cost to the County RDA of any new projects or
programs that are established after October 1. For those Agencies that elect to participate in the
Voluntary Program, staff should be working to document and/or create debt for all currently
recognized projects, and to conservatively project debt necessary for ongoing administration.
Careful attention to this point can mitigate the impacts to the County RDA with regard to this
new cost premium.

Option I1: County RDA Elimination Scenario

If by November 1, 2011 the County RDA has not opted into the Voluntary Program, it will be
legally considered to have dissolved, effective October 1, 2011. Under the elimination scenario,
a successor agency would conclude the business of the County RDA. The County of Mendocino
would become the successor agency, unless the County elected not to serve in that capacity. If
the County chose not to serve in this capacity, the successor agency would be the first taxing
entity that submits to the County Auditor-Controller a duly adopted resolution electing to
become the successor agency. The actions of the successor agency will be monitored, and in
some cases approved, by a State oversight board.

Analysis

Government is able to serve and physically improve local communities only to the extent that
financial resources are available. The Executive Office feels that any recommendation to
eliminate or continue the County RDA is most logically made after carefully investigating the
impact to locally controlled funds under each scenario. To this end, projections were created to
estimate, through the life of the County RDA, (2047/2048) the fiscal impacts of each alternative
(see attached table, entitled “Projected Funds under Local Control — FY 2011/12 through FY
2047/48™).

For the purpose of this exercise, locally controlled funds include County RDA non-housing
program and administration funds, County RDA housing funds, and the County’s General Fund.
Upon reviewing the table, it is quickly apparent that the continuation scenario generates
approximately $42,000,000 more in locally controlled revenue through the life of the County
RDA than the elimination scenario.

It must be pointed out that elimination of the County RDA would generate additional revenue for
the County General Fund (approximately $24,000,000 in additional revenue through 2047/48).
However, this increase in revenue to the General Fund would represent the total amount of
locally controlled funds under this scenario. The community expense under this scenario is
estimated to exceed $42,000,000 in County RDA funds for additional affordable housing,
infrastructure improvements, and other community projects. Whether RDA funds are used for
project plans, gap financing, or local match, they enable the community to leverage local
resources in a way that both facilitates, and directly creates, enhanced beneficial impact to the
community. Stronger communities are able to produce more affordable housing, create more
jobs, generate enhanced cultural opportunities, and provide local government with a more robust
tax base.



Recommendation

The Executive Office recommends that the Board of Supervisors authorize the County RDA to
continue operations by participating in the Voluntary Program. This recommended action
requires adoption of the ordinance that is before you today, with a second reading of the
ordinance to occur on August 16. On September 27, the Executive Office would then return to
the Board with several time-sensitive, related items, requiring approval prior to October 1.

ORDINANCE ADDING CHAPTER 11.10 TO

This ordinance adds Chapter 11.10 to Title 11 of the Mendocino County
Code. Under current Redevelopment Law, the Dissolution Act will
immediately suspend all new redevelopment activities and incurrence of
indebtedness. The Board of Supervisors is required to adopt an ordinance to
participate in the Alternative Voluntary Redevelopment Program, which
requires specified annual contributions to local school and special districts.
The ordinance will allow the Redevelopment Agency of the County of
Mendocino to be exempt from the provisions of the Dissolution Act and will

enable the Agency to continue to exist and function under the Redevelopment
Law.

ORDINANCE ADDING CHAPTER 11.10

TO THE MENDOCINO COUNTY CODE -

PARTICIPATION IN THE ALTERNATIVE
VOLUNTARY REDEVELOPMENT PROGRAM

The Board of Supervisors of the County of Mendocino ordains as follows:

Chapter 11.10 Participation in the Alternative Voluntary Redevelopment Program is
added to the Mendocino County Code to read as follows:

Section 11.10.010. Participation.

Pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 34193, the Board of Supervisors of the
County of Mendocino elects and implements participation by the County of Mendocino
and the Redevelopment Agency of the County of Mendocino in the Alternative Voluntary
Redevelopment Program pursuant to Part 1.9 of the California Community
Redevelopment Law.

Section 11.10.020. Findings.

A. Pursuant to the California Community Redevelopment Law (Health and Safety
Code Section 33000 et seq.; the "Redevelopment Law"), the Board of Supervisors
("Board of Supervisors") of the County of Mendocino ("County") adopted Ordinance No.
4029 (adopted 1999), declaring the need for the Redevelopment Agency of the County
of Mendocino ("Agency") to function in the County.

B. In accordance with the Redevelopment Law, the Board of Supervisors adopted
Ordinance No. 4111 (adopted 2003), adopting the Redevelopment Plan (the “Plan”) for
the Mendocino County Redevelopment Project Area (the “Project Area”), and the
Agency is responsible for implementing the Redevelopment Plan pursuant to the
Redevelopment Law.

C. ABx1 26 (the "Dissolution Act") and ABx1 27 (the "Voluntary Program Act"; and
together with the Dissolution Act, the "Redevelopment Restructuring Acts") have been
enacted to significantly modify the Redevelopment Law generally as follows:

1. The Dissolution Act first immediately suspends all new redevelopment
activities and incurrence of indebtedness, and dissolves redevelopment agencies
effective October 1, 2011.

2. The Voluntary Program Act, through the addition of Part 1.9 to the
Redevelopment Law (the "Alternative Voluntary Redevelopment Program"), then
allows a redevelopment agency to avoid dissolution under the Dissolution Act by
opting into an alternative voluntary redevelopment program requiring specified
annual contributions to local school and special districts.

D. Section 34193(a) of the Redevelopment Law (as added to the Redevelopment
Law by the Voluntary Program Act) authorizes the Board of Supervisors to enact an
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ordinance to comply with Part 1.9 of the Redevelopment Law, thereby exempting the
Agency from the provisions of the Dissolution Act, and enabling the Agency to continue
to exist and function under the Redevelopment Law, so long as the County and the
Agency comply with the Alternative Voluntary Redevelopment Program set forth in Part
1.9 of the Redevelopment Law.

E. Through the adoption and enactment of this Ordinance, it is the intent of the
Board of Supervisors to enact the ordinance described in Section 34193(a) of the
Redevelopment Law and to participate for itself and on behalf of the Agency in the
Alternative Voluntary Redevelopment Program set forth in Part 1.9 of the
Redevelopment Law.

F. Pursuant to Section 34193.2(b) of the Redevelopment Law, the Board of
Supervisors understands that participation in the Alternative Voluntary Redevelopment
Program requires remittance of certain payments as set forth in the Voluntary Program
Act (as further described below), and also constitutes an agreement on the part of the
County, in the event the County fails to make such remittance payments, to assign its
rights to any payments owed by the Agency, including, but not limited to, payments from
loan agreements, to the State of California.

G. The Board of Supervisors does not intend, by enactment of this Ordinance, to
waive any rights of appeal regarding the amount of any remittance payments established
by the California Department of Finance, as provided in the Voluntary Program Act.

Section 11.10.030. Enactment of Ordinance Pursuant to Redevelopment Law
Section 34193(a).

To the extent required by law to maintain the existence and powers of the Agency under
the Redevelopment Law (including the Redevelopment Restructuring Acts), the Board of
Supervisors hereby enacts the ordinance authorized by Section 34193(a) of the
Redevelopment Law, whereby the County, on behalf of itself and the Agency, elects to
and will comply with the provisions of Part 1.9 of the Redevelopment Law, including the
making of the community remittance payments called for in Section 34194 of the
Redevelopment Law (the "Remittance Payments"), and whereby the Agency will no
longer be subject to dissolution or the other prohibitions and limitations of Parts 1.8 and
1.85 of the Redevelopment Law as added by the Dissolution Act.

Section 11.10.040. Additional Understandings and Intent.

It is the understanding and intent of the Board of Supervisors that, once the Agency is
again authorized to enter into agreements under the Redevelopment Law, the County
will enter into an agreement with the Agency as authorized pursuant to Section 34194.2
of the Redevelopment Law, whereby the Agency will transfer annual portions of its tax
increment to the County in amounts not to exceed the annual Remittance Payments (the
"Agency Transfer Payments") to enable the County, directly or indirectly, to make the
annual Remittance Payments. Unless otherwise specified by resolution of the Board of
Supervisors, it is the Board of Supervisors' intent that the County's annual Remittance
Payments shall be made exclusively from the Agency Transfer Payments or from other
funds that become available as a result of the County's receipt of the Agency Transfer
Payments. The Board of Supervisors does not intend, by enactment of this Ordinance,
to pledge any of its general fund revenues or other assets to make the Remittance
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Payments, it being understood by the Board of Supervisors that any Remittance
Payments will be funded solely from the Agency Transfer Payments and/or other assets
transferred to the County in accordance with the Voluntary Program Act.

Section 11.10.050. Authorization of Implementing Actions.

The County Chief Executive Officer or his/her designee is hereby authorized, on behalf
of the County, to take any actions necessary to implement this Ordinance and comply
with the Voluntary Program Act, including, without limitation, providing required notices
to the County Auditor-Controller, the State Controller, and the Department of Finance,
entering into any agreements with the Agency to obtain the Agency Transfer Payments,
and making the Remittance Payments.

Section 11.10.060. California Environmental Quality Act.

The Board of Supervisors finds, under Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations,
Section 15378(b)(4), that this ordinance is exempt from the requirements of the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) in that it is not a Project, but instead
consists of the creation and continuation of a governmental funding mechanism for
potential future projects and programs, and does not commit funds to any specific
project or program. The appropriate environmental review shall be completed in
accordance with CEQA prior to the commencement of any future Agency-supported
project or program. The Board of Supervisors therefore directs that a Notice of
Exemption be filed with the County Clerk of the County of Mendocino in accordance with
the CEQA guidelines.

Section 11.10.070. Severability.

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is for any
reason held to be unconstitutional and invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity
of the remaining portion of this Ordinance. The Board of Supervisors hereby declares
that it would have passed this Ordinance and every section, subsection, sentence,
clause or phrase thereof, irrespective of the fact that any one or more sections,
subsections, clauses or phrases be declared unconstitutional or invalid.

Section 11.10.080. Enactment and Effective Dates.

This Ordinance is deemed enacted as of August 16, 2011 for purposes of Section
34193(a) of the Redevelopment Law, and shall take effect and will be enforced thirty
(30) days after its adoption.

Section 11.10.090. Publication and Posting.

The Clerk of the Board of Supervisors is directed to post and/or publish this Ordinance
(or summary thereof) as required by law.

Director’s Report — August 2, 2011

e County Capital Improvement Project Development Activities:

— 2006 Storm Damage: The County roads originally suffered damage on over 205 sites during

the 2006 New Year’s Eve storms. Seven of the remaining sites are under construction and six sites

need to be approved by Caltrans for construction prior to the end of September, the end of the federal

fiscal year, before the county can bid these projects. Plan, Specification, and Estimate (PS&E)

Packages for the remaining six Emergency Repair (ER) 2006 Storm Damage Repair Program projects

were sent to Caltrans and await construction authorization. ER sites are administrated under the
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) located on federal aid roads “on system.” The
Department is going to bid on these remaining six projects this fall/winter.

Active construction and traffic delays can be expected at the following locations:

Through September 2011, Wylatti Resource Management, Inc. of Covelo (Wylatti) is continuing

work on DOT Contract No. 080003, 2006 Storm Damage Repairs on Orr Springs Road at M.P. 7.49.

Additional storm damage occurred after gabion walls were started this summer. The slide is
continuing to move. The Department is working with Caltrans and they have agreed to fund this

additional work.
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Through mid August 2011, Mendocino Construction Services, Inc. (MCS) started the projects for
DOT Contract No. 080001, 2006 Storm Damage Repairs on Orr Springs Road at M.P. 33.05, M.P.
33.26 and M.P. 33.73. The soldier pile walls on M.P. 33.05 are well under construction.

In mid July 2011, Granite Construction Company COMPLETED the projects for DOT Contract No.
070123, 2006 Storm Damage Repairs on Orr Springs Road at M.P. 34.56, M.P. 34.60 and M.P.
33.80.

— 2011 Storm Damage: Caltrans Environmental has completed the field reviews and will need
to issue a National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) clearance before significant work is done or
the county risks losing reimbursement of 88.53% of federal funds.

We are currently continuing to work on one site that qualifies for Emergency Opening (EO) only, but
which will also need Permanent Repair (PR). This work is for “restoring essential travel” under the
EO Eligibility Criteria definition of Chapter 11 of the FHWA guidance. This site is: Comptche
Ukiah Road M.P. 8.50. This is a critical site and MCDoT did the EO work with haste after NEPA
clearance was granted July 22, 2011.

Five of the total seventeen sites, have been repaired - (Comptche Ukiah Road M.P. 7.00 and M.P.
7.50 — both sites are slip outs; Mountain View Road M.P. 5.00 and Comptche Ukiah Road M.P.
21.50 and M.P. 21.65 — all sites are embankment failures). These sites meet the minimum criteria for
EO per our recent field review with Caltrans staff, and were repaired by our County DOT crews
under emergency conditions. Under the new ER funding requirements, the County DOT must
complete the NEPA clearances “after the fact” for these sites.

All seventeen total approved and funded FHWA-ER 2011 storm damage sites are listed below:

Bell Springs Road CR 324 M.P.0.29,17.50, 17.64(PR), and 17.67(PR)

Branscomb Road CR 429 M.P. 17.30(PR)

Comptche Ukiah Road CR 223 M.P. 7.00, 7.50, 8.25(PR), 8.50(PR), 21.50, and 21.65
Mountain View Road  CR 510 M.P.5.00, 14.04 (PR), 14.51 (PR), 15.36 (PR), 15.40(PR), and
20.59(PR)

— Unfunded Storm Damage on Sunset Drive: This is one of a number of storm damage
sites which require repair, but where there are no state or federal funds available. Unfortunately, the
Governor proclamation, which approved and authorized the funding for the March 2011 storm for
“on system” roads, did not cover the county “off system” roads. The County will obtain the coastal
permit, for Sunset Drive, to complete the work and will complete the construction when local funds
allow. Similar unfunded damage exists on other county roads, from the 2011 storm event, on Old
Coast Highway, Tomki Road, Low Gap Road, and many other county roads. Without the Governor
proclamation, these off system roads can’t make use of the FEMA funds for repair. Only local funds
are available for this work. Consequently, the Department will make the repairs as far as our local
dollars permit.

— Gualala Underground Utility District: MCDoT staff has been working hard with the
Gualala Municipal Advisory Committee (GMAC), other community members, and property owners
and have successfully negotiated needed easements for underground utilities (all donated by property
owners!). The Utility Companies (AT&T is main trench lead) are advertizing for bids for
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construction this summer and fall 2011. MCDoT’s concern is that higher than average rainfall may
lead to high groundwater and construction expenses that the County Underground District will be
responsible for. The possibility of some financial responsibility for construction, in a tough budget
year for the County, might require a construction delay of Phase 1.

— Caspar Walkway: The presently funded portion of the work is done, with the need for future
completion of: CEQA, NEPA (including a required archeological study if federal funds are found),
the right-of-way certification, and the coastal permit (and related studies). MCDoT will advance this
as a “Transportation Enhancement” (TE) through normal funding channels in the future.

— Willis Avenue (Laytonville) Walkway: The construction of the LTF 2% funded walkway,
on Willis Avenue connecting the Laytonville Elementary School complex with the High School, is
completed. This new sidewalk was constructed in 2011 on the east side of Willis Avenue between
Laytonville Elementary School and Branscomb Road.

— East Side Potter Valley Road Widening: The Mendocino County Department of
Transportation proposes to remove, reconstruct, and widen a portion of Eastside Potter Valley Road.
The current road structure (base and pavement) is severely deteriorated and is in need of
reconstruction. The road currently consists of two 10-foot-wide traveled lanes with ¥ foot paved
shoulders. The proposed project consists of grinding and recycling the current base and pavement
using a process called foamed asphalt. The project will include widening the existing roadway to two
11-foot-wide traveled lanes with 3-foot paved shoulders. The roadway will be further widened to
include gravel shoulders of 1-foot to 5-foot widths.

Utility pole relocations will be required. Rau and Associates has completed the work with PG&E
and AT&T to show where the right-of-way for pole relocation will be needed and has prepared the
property plats. County DOT staff will prepare utility easements and property descriptions needed to
acquire additional new right-of-way. By doing this, the project will be ready for right-of-way
purchase when federal NEPA clearances are complete — Caltrans has federalized STIP projects over
$1 million going forward due to state budget limitations. The California Transportation Commission
(CTC) allocated the right-of-way phase on July 1, 2010 — but MCDoT was put in a holding pattern
waiting for federal authorities before completing all work in that phase. The CTC action provides
State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) in the amount $3,700,000 to complete right-of-
way (acquiring about 6 acres) and relocate utilities over the next two years. MCDoT could be
talking to property owners in 2012. Construction is not likely until 2015. We will be looking for an
additional $5 million in construction dollars to complete all 4 miles — federalizing the project
increases the opportunities for obtaining additional funds.

The East Side Potter Valley Road is such as massive project and because it covers several miles of
widening, it is a very ambitious project for the small DOT engineering staff available to complete it.
We are addressing similar issues on the project that Caltrans would encounter in the widening of a
similar length of a highway project. Major time consuming components of this large project include:
relocation of an estimated 130 utility poles, resolving liability issues for the cost of these pole
relocations (based upon easement prior rights ownerships), and completion of the NEPA (now that
Caltrans has imposed a requirement for the use of federal STIP funds instead of the original state
only funds). Regarding the East Side Potter Valley Road right-of-way, needed for the widening of
the road, the Department will be writing legal descriptions to be incorporated into the grant deeds for
the 98 parcel takes. This is a significant under taking requiring extensive surveying and record map
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research. Our Right-of-Way Agents will be taking on the acquisitions of these properties as well as
acquiring the associated easements needed for PG&E, which the county is responsible for acquiring
under the CPUC rules. We will prepare PG&E pole easements that will be required for the
Department to purchase, along with the coordination process with PG&E and AT&T. That utility
coordination process will take two years and a significant amount of staff time.

— Moore Street — Calpella Elementary School Bike and Pedestrian project: Design
planning for this project was done in 2011 using Redevelopment Agency (RDA) and Mendocino
County Air District funds for the master plan in anticipation of the Department receiving Safe
Routes to School (State SR2S & Federal SRTS) funding, TE funding, BTA funding, LTF 2%, or
other funds that MCDoT will continue to pursue to accomplish construction of the project. The
completed master plan is expected to assist the Department in receiving the needed funding to
deliver this project in an accelerated fashion. The purpose for the project is to improve safety and
visibility for pedestrians and bikes along North State and Moore Street(s). MCDoT continues to
pursue the abovementioned funds through the usual grant program applications — Federal SRTS in
summer 2011 and State SR2S next spring.

—  Redemeyer Road Extension: Public input was collected and analyzed and the project
concept report was completed by our consultant, Drake Haglan and Associates, in 2009. A major
increase in project funding will be needed to accomplish the work under the project’s Preliminary
Engineering and Environmental phase which will commence when funding is identified.

— Brooktrails Second Access: Public input was collected, analyzed and the project concept
report was completed by our consultant, KOA in 2009. In 2010, the CTC approved State
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) in the amount $459,000 to complete environmental
phase work. Due to the complexity of the project, an additional Consultant Agreement with Drake
Haglan and Associates is being performed in three phases: Phase 1 - Supplemental Feasibility Study,
Phase 2 - Project Approval and Environmental Documentation, and Phase 3 - Final Design. Phase 1
was approved by the County Board of Supervisors on May 17, 2011 — with direction to staff to
include Alternate A (access road to the south of Brooktrails, connecting with SR-20). The aerial
survey was flown in late June 2011 (after a period of weather delays).

A major increase in project funding will be needed to accomplish the project’s final Engineering and
construction phase(s) which will commence when funding is identified.

—  Feasibility Study Mitchell Creek Area Second Connection Improvement Project: The
most recent public informational meeting was held on June 16, 2011 at the C. V. Starr Community
Center (Fort Bragg) - some 85 members of the public attended. The Mendocino County Council of
Governments (MCOG - the County’s Regional Transportation Planning Agency - RTPA) has
programmed $140,000 to prepare conceptual plans for a possible Mitchell Creek Area Second
Connection - MCOG Work Element (13). This Alternative Access Study Phase 1 is in the very early
stages of concept creation. The study will consider options to access the residential area between
Hare Creek and Mitchell Creek (located south of Fort Bragg, east of Highway 1). Currently,
Simpson Lane affords the only viable access to the area and a reliable, all-weather second access is
needed to enhance operations of emergency response and improve overall traffic circulation in the
Hare Creek/Mitchell Creek vicinity.

The feasibility study for the Mitchell Creek Area Second Connection will provide a sound basis for
the follow-on, “formal” phases of the project — preliminary engineering (which includes conducting
environmental and other technical studies, completing the Plans, Specifications and Estimate (PS&E)
package and — eventually — acquiring relevant permits from the applicable resource agencies),
right-of-way acquisition and construction.

A major increase in project funding will be needed to accomplish the work under the project’s
Preliminary Engineering and environmental phase which will commence when funding is identified.

— Feliz Creek Bridge: This project will be to replace the existing structure with a new
structure. The removal and replacement of the existing bridge and approaches will be by contract.
The new bridge would be a three-span (40 foot +/- each) flat slab bridge with two center bends.
NEPA environmental and design have been completed. Right-of-way acquisition is in progress and
construction is expected for bid in the summer of 2012.

— Replace/Seismic Retrofit of bridges: The three bridges are: School Way Bridge (CR 236,
over the Russian River), Moore Street (CR 229B, M.P. 0.45, over the Russian River), and Eureka Hill
Road (CR 505, M.P. 4.92, over the Garcia River). These are under design with recent Caltrans
authorization. They are expected to bid in 2013-14.

— State Highway- Interchange at Simpson Lane Roundabout: Fort Bragg Area-
(CALTRANS/MCOG/County joint project): The Simpson Lane Intersection, Project 01-48020, bids
were opened March 23, 2011 - low bidder (FEDCO Construction-Santa Rosa), was successful at
$1.77 million. The expected contribution from the county will be between $80,000 and $150,000
which is accounted for in the FY 2011/12 Road Budget.

— Replacement of 100% reimbursed bridges (by way of the Toll Credits program): These
bridges have been fully funded with no local match required through Caltrans programs. They are
expected to bid in the next three to five years. The seven bridges are: East Hill Bridge over Davis
Creek (Willits area), Muir Mill Road Bridge over Baechtel Creek (Willits area), Sherwood Road
Bridge over Rowes Creek (Willits area), Hill Road over Mill Creek (Covelo area), Briceland Road
Bridge over Mattole River, Reeves Canyon Road Bridge over Forsythe Creek and Philo Greenwood
Bridge over Navarro River (Comptche area). These bridges are being surveyed, with preliminary
environmental clearance work in progress, subsequent to recent Caltrans authorization.

—  Transportation Enhancement (TE) Pedestrian facilities at two County Schools: The
Branscomb Road Bridge ($50,000 E&P, $30,000 PS&E, and $455,000 construction) and the Grace
Hudson School Zone ($20,000 E&P, $5,000 PS&E, and $160,000 construction) are both on schedule
with E&P beginning this year, in FY 2011/2012, PS&E in 2012/2013 and construction in
2013/2014.

— Confusion Hill County Park: The “Confusion Hill Transportation and Visitor Services
Project” planning and scoping document were finalized this year by the County Planning Department
and MCDoT with $55,000 from the MCOG 2009/2010 Overall Work Program. The study explored
ways to use anticipated surplus Caltrans land left over from the construction of bridges comprising
the Red Mountain Project. Caltrans, along with the Mendocino County Promotional Alliance
(MCPA) and Mendocino Council of Governments (MCOG) are also excited about the prospect for a
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County park and “vista point” view of the south bridge located on a portion of the former highway
right-of-way. Caltrans prepared and submitted an application for $997,000 in Transportation
Enhancement (TE) funding pursuant is BOS Resolution 11-079, passed May 24, 2011.

— Fish Rock Road Sediment Reduction Project - DOT Project No. D-0703: The Garcia
River Watershed is listed as water quality impaired due to sediment on the 303(d) list. On January 3,
2002, the RWQCB adopted the TMDL Action Plan into the Water Quality Control Plan for the North
Coast Region (Basin Plan) in order to address sedimentation that is affecting the beneficial uses of
the watershed. On October 4, 2005 the North Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board approved
the Mendocino County Department of Transportation’s Erosion Control Plan and Site Specific
Management Plan to satisfy the requirements of the TMDL Action Plan.

This project implements the County Site Specific Management Plan (SSMP) and Erosion Control
Plan (ECP) towards compliance with the Action Plan for the Garcia River Watershed Sediment
TMDL. This means the implementation of sediment reduction treatments on Fish Rock Road have
been identified in the Department’s Direct Inventory of Road Treatments (DIRT) Database— a Five
Counties effort.

The implementations of the DIRT database treatments are also in compliance with the Garcia River
Watershed Sediment TMDL. The plan is to: install 125 - 18” culverts, install 32 - 24” culverts,
install 2 - 30” culverts, install 1 - 36” culvert, install 1 - 42 culvert, replace 24 - 18” culverts, replace
24 - 24” culverts, replace 5 - 30” culverts, install 4 - 18” downspouts, install 21 - 24” downspouts,
install 1 - 30” downspout, remove approximately 5.6 miles of berm and road surface where berm has
been removed.

Project Funding: Total - $1,060,735, CWA 319(h) - $787,552, County Match - $273,183
Improvements are expected to commence in the summer of 2012.

— In stream Fish Barrier Removal, Ryan Creek Road, CR 310C: From 1998 to 2000, the
Five Counties Salmon Restoration effort funded a watershed habitat inventory which identified Ryan
Creek along Ryan Creek Road in the Eel River watershed as a priority sight (#2 of 54 sites visited in
Mendocino County). Due to completion of eleven (11) other fish barrier projects, Ryan Creek is
currently listed as priority #1 in Mendocino County.

Ryan Creek flows through Outlet Creek directly into the Eel River just below Ryan Creek Road. The
work plan is to replace the existing 10" wide x 6’ high x 82’ long concrete box culvert with an open-
bottom, 20” wide x 10’ tall x 82’ long, pre-manufactured arch structure set on strip footings with
headwalls and wing walls. The proposed structure will be of adequate size to allow anadromous fish
passage at all life stages. Approximately 190 feet of stream channel will be re-graded to conform to
the anticipated stable stream grade and reference reach characteristics.

The Five County’s Salmonid Conservation Program has secured funding through the Coastal
Conservancy for upfront purchase of a precast concrete structure. Use of Coastal Conservancy funds
specifically for structure purchase, by the County as opposed to by the construction contractor, will
shorten the project schedule by approximately 8 weeks, thus enabling the project to become built this
year.
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The implementation grants are from the California Department of Fish and Game - $ 380,346 and
Coastal Conservancy - $160,000, with the remaining grant funds through NOAA Fisheries. The
estimated cost of construction is some $905,000 (total budget of $ 1,157,897). Project funding covers
the cost of advance structure purchase by the County as well as construction engineering costs.
Through October 2011, Wylatti Resource Management, Inc. of Covelo (Wylatti) will continue work
on DOT Contract No. 100036. Ryan Creek Road will be CLOSED to thru traffic most on the fall of
2011.

— The Mendocino County Department of Transportation (MCDoT) has completed the
administration of five Redevelopment Agency (RDA) Projects pursuant to Reimbursement
Agreement #10-05.

1. College Gateway: The Hensley Creek Road - College Gateway will be designed using in-
house engineering staff, funded entirely with 2011-12 County Redevelopment Agency (RDA)
anticipated funds.

2. Ackerman Creek Bridge: The design contract for this project was awarded on June 14,
2011 by the Board. This contract will have 88.53% federal reimbursement.

Mendocino College has provided much of the local funding for both projects from their portion of the
City of Ukiah Redevelopment Agency (RDA) because of their interest in pedestrian, bicycle, and
vehicular traffic needs along North State Street. The addition of bike lanes with curb, gutter, and
sidewalks that facilitates Ackerman Creek Bridge is beneficial to the entire area community as well
as the College.

3. Design Study Services — Calpella Community Project: Public input was collected and
analyzed and the project concept report completed by our consultant, Design Community &
Environmental, Inc. (DC&E) who presented their final recommendations and presentation to the
BOS on July 12, 2011. A major increase in project funding will be needed to accomplish the work
under the project’s Preliminary Engineering and environmental phase which will commence when
funding is identified.

4. Ukiah Crossroads Intersection Rehabilitation Design Study: Public input was collected
and analyzed and the project concept report was completed by our consultant, Omni-Means, Ltd who
presented their final recommendations and presentation to the BOS on July 12, 2011. A major
increase in project funding will be needed to accomplish the work under the project’s Preliminary
Engineering and environmental phase which will commence when funding is identified.

5. Engineering Design Services — South Ukiah Single Route Improvements 75% Design:
Public input was collected and analyzed and 75% of design plans were completed by our consultant,
Winzler & Kelly. A major increase in project funding will be needed to accomplish the work under
the project’s Preliminary Engineering and environmental phase which will commence when funding
is identified.

— Caltrans Transportation Planning Grants FY 2011-12 Proposal: MCDoT is exploring the
support for advance planning for an Orchard Street Extension (supported by the regional
transportation plan and draft UVAP) planning grant with the Mendocino Council of Governments
(MCOG) Technical Advisory Committee (TAC). MCDoT is open to any other projects on the
County Road System where a significant planning study is warranted. If MCOG-TAC indicates
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support MCDoT will return to the Board with a Policy 25 authorization and County match
implications, which will be at least 10% with 7.5% being cash match, which could possibly be bared
in whole or in part by MCOG.

— Feliz Creek Fish Barrier Removal Project: MCDoT conducted a semi-formal presentation
on Thursday, July 14, 2011 at the County Veterans Hall in Hopland. Some 18 citizens were in
attendance.

The workshop provided a forum for input from the community on their concerns and/or support for
the Feliz Creek Fish Barrier Removal Project. The County’s purpose for removing the dam is to
provide a meaningful environmental mitigation project in lieu of additional actions at the County’s
Mill Creek County Park pursuant to the 2004 sediment release.

MCDoT (with funding from MCRCD) will prepare construction plans, specifications, estimates,
contract documents, and advertise and award a County contract, and coordinate the project with
California Department of Fish and Game (CDF&G) and other governmental agencies. This
informational meeting is intended to get community input before MCDoT commences the official
project. The California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) process is expected for formal hearing on
October 4, 2011 at 10:00 AM. The project is defined as the removal of an old 12-foot high concrete
dam on Feliz Creek approximately four miles upstream from the confluence with the Russian River
near Hopland, California. Sediment has accumulated above the dam partially filling the reservoir.
The dam inhibits fish passage resulting in the loss of approximately nine miles of an anadromous
salmonid habitat. The left abutment of the dam is undermined and a catastrophic failure could
adversely impact a private residence, downstream property owners, and existing aquatic resources.

— South Coast Landfill Closure: Trey Strickland - Mendocino County Environmental Health
Division serving as Local Enforcement Agency (LEA) - put together a meeting between MCDoT, the
California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB), and the North Coast Regional Water
Quality Control Board (NCRWQCRB) in the hopes that these state agencies will provide
recommendations and/or directions on the criterion needed for a submittal of a final closure and post
closure plan and design. On September 29, 2003 copies of the two volume proposed design plan
were sent to CIWMB (who have responded) and the North Coast Regional Water Quality Control
Board (NCRWQCB) who have not responded over the years with repeated outreach from time to
time. At last MCDoT’s newly assigned Land Improvement Division Civil Engineer/Project Manager
has some direction and input from NCRWQCB on to prepare a RFP for hiring a landfill consultant
using BU 4511 funds to prepare contract Plans, Specifications, and Estimates (PS&E’s) to construct
the final closure improvements in the coming year.

— Little River Airport: MCDoT staff is working with FAA to closeout the 2008 AIP grant
which included PAPA installation, runway lights, and pavement rehabilitation. Agreements to update
the Airport Layout Plans for both airports will be coming to the Board for approval soon.

— Round Valley Airport: Aviation Consultant Mean and Hunt are finishing up PS&E for the
South Airport Road relocation around Runway 10 safety area and the Phase Il Parallel Taxiway
extension.
