The Ukiah clinic will be held on Tuesday, December 1st from 1:00 – 5:00 

p.m. at the Public Health building located at 1120 South Dora Street, in 

Conference Room 1. There will be 350 doses available for this clinic. No 

appointment is required. There is no charge for the vaccination. 

The target groups for both clinics are: 

• Pregnant women 

• Children 3-12 years old 

• Children 13-18 years old with chronic medical condition 

• Pre-hospital medical first responders 

All medical first responders will be required to show proof of agency 

affiliation. Everyone attending the clinic will be screened prior to entering 

the vaccination area. Additional clinics will be scheduled throughout the 

county as vaccine becomes available.
