PROJECT DESCRIPTION:   The applicant proposes a minor subdivision of a 3.8+/- acre parcel to create three 
parcels of approximately 1.26 acres, 1.31 acres, and 1.27 acres. The property is located 0.5 miles southeast of 
Cleone, lying on the east side of Mill Creek Dr. (CR# 425), 300 feet south of its intersection with O’Bayely Dr. 
(CR#425A). There currently exists a residence, garage, well, and septic system, located on proposed parcel one, 
while proposed parcels two and three are vacant and unimproved. Parcel one has access through an existing 
driveway, whereas parcels two and three will require the development of a private access road. The project 
topography is moderately sloped, with approximately a 6% to 8% grade, according to the application. According to 
the June 2009 aerial photograph of the site, the eastern 2/3 of the site are wooded. A site view conducted by staff 
however found that tree clearing has recently occurred. 
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ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW: 
 
Earth (Item 1B, 1C):  There currently exists one house and a garage on parcel one. The subdivision would 
increase the amount of potential development, allowing for additional housing units, garages and other kinds of 
accessory structures, in addition to an access road needed to serve parcels two and three, as well as driveways. 
This development however is not anticipated to result in significant impacts with respect to the ground or soil 
resources, aside from minor disruptions or displacement of soil associated with grading, road development, or 
building. Conditions 1 & 2 are intended to address any potential impacts.  
 
Air (Item 2):  The project was referred out to the Air Quality Management District and returned with no comment. 
The project is not anticipated to result in impacts to air quality. Condition 3 is intended to address any possible 
impacts to air quality.  
 
Water (3B, 3G):  Associated with the subdivision is the increased potential of development, including additional 
housing units and accessory structures, as well as an access road serving parcels two and three and driveways. 
Though such development has the potential of impacting absorption rates and drainage patterns, as well as 
increasing the demand for groundwater resources, these impacts are anticipated to be minor and thus considered 
less that significant. Conditions 4 are intended to address any potential impacts.  
 
Plant and Animal Life (4A, 4C, 5A, 5C, 5D):  The California Natural Diversity Database did not show the property to 
contain any sensitive plant or animal life, nor were comments received by the Department of Fish and Game 
regarding potential impacts on wildlife. The property is located in close proximity to areas identified as containing 
sensitive species. To be sure that no sensitive species are located on the subject property, planning staff 
conducted a site view and determined that there is no likelihood of sensitive species on the property. Planning staff 
however did note that tree clearing has occurred, which CalFire’s Resources Division will need to be made aware 
of. Additionally, because the subdivision would allow for an increase in land use development, including residential 
units and accessory structures, thus increasing density and intensity on the subject property, there is a potential 
contribution to a reduction in the overall wildlife of the area. Conditions 5 & 6 are therefore intended to address any 
potential impacts to plant and animal wildlife or habitat.  
 
Noise (Item 6):  The project is not anticipated to result in any substantial increase in noise levels nor exposure of 
people to severe noise levels. No mitigation is required. 
 
Light and Glare (Item 7):  Production of significant levels of light and glare are not anticipated. However, in order to 
assure that County General Plan Dark Sky policies are followed, condition 7 has been added to address any 
potential impacts relating to lighting.  
 
Land Use (8A):  The subject property is surrounded by residentially zoned land, under residential use, with parcel 
sizes of 2 acres or less. The proposed subdivision would allow for increased residential density, leading to an 
increased development potential of up to 5 additional residential units, if second units are considered, along with 
associated accessory structures. This increase in density however is not significant and still fully in line with the 
development patterns and current use of the area. No mitigation is required.  
 
Natural Resources (Item 9):  The project is not anticipated to result in any substantial impacts to natural resources. 
No mitigation is required. 
 
Population (Item 10):  While the project will allow for a slight increase in residential density in the area, the impact 
is not considered to be significant. No mitigation is required. 
 
Housing (11A): While the project will not create an increased demand for new housing and will in fact increase the 
potential for development of new housing, the County recognizes the need to supply housing that is affordable to 
all economic levels of the community. In order to meet the community’s needs for affordable housing, the County 
has adopted the Inclusionary Housing Ordinance (County Code section 20.238), which states that application of 
the ordinance is to be applied at the subdivision level. Condition 8 is intended to address the requirements of the 
Inclusionary Housing Ordinance.  
 
Transportation (12D):  While the project will have minimal impacts on the transportation and circulation patterns, 
the project would include the introduction of a new private road to access parcels two and three, connecting to Mill 
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Creek Drive. The County Department of Transportation has responded with comments including conditions that 
must be met regarding the private road as well as the point of access from Mill Creek Road. Conditions 9 through 
20 are intended to address any potential impacts to the transportation and circulation system.  
 
Public Services (13A):  The subject property is located within a moderate fire hazard area, located within the 
responsibility area of CalFire as well as the Fort Bragg Rural Fire Protection District. CalFire has recommended 
conditions relating to Driveway and Road standards in a letter dated April 16, 2010. The Fort Bragg Rural Fire 
Protection District did respond with “no comment”. Conditions 21 & 22 are intended to address any potential 
impacts relating to public services.  
 
Energy (Item 14):  The proposed project is not anticipated to use substantial amounts of fuel or energy, nor create 
a substantial increased demand for energy resources. However, per Mendocino County General Plan Policy, RM-
56, strategies for renewable energy generation and energy conservation are to be considered in planning 
processes. Condition 23 is intended to address this issue and to comply with General Plan requirements. 
 
Utilities (15A):  The subject property is located within a “sufficient water resources” designated area, requiring that 
additional proof of water measures be undertaken, per the requirements of the County Department of 
Environmental Health, as stated in their comments on the proposed project. With regard to sewage disposal, 
parcels 2 & 3 would require the development of septic systems, for which the applicant will need to comply with the 
requirements of the Environmental Health Department. Additionally, in order to assure that the existing housing 
unit on parcel one will be adequate into the future and to bring the system up to meet current code requirements 
(DEH Form #42.04) the applicant will need to also submit an acceptable site evaluation report for a replacement 
system for the existing structure. Conditions 24 through 29 are intended to address any potential impacts relating 
to utilities.  
 
Human Health (Item 16):  The project is not anticipated to result in any impact to human health. No mitigation is 
required. 
 
Cultural Resources (Item 19):  the proposed project was referred out to the Northwest Information System at 
Sonoma State University, which responded back that no cultural resources were known to exist on the subject 
property.  Additionally, the Archaeological Commission requested that a survey of the entire parcel be conducted. 
The survey was conducted and no archaeological resources were found to be present on parcel. Though no 
archaeological resources are known to exist on the site at present, condition 30 is included in the conditions of 
approval, in the event that archaeological resources are discovered at any point in the future.  
 
GENERAL PLAN CONSISTENCY REVIEW:   The proposed project is consistent with applicable goals and 
policies of the General Plan. 
 
 RECOMMENDED MOTION: 

 
Environmental Findings:   The Planning Commission finds that the environmental impacts identified for 
the project can be adequately mitigated through the conditions of approval or features of the project 
design so that no significant adverse environmental impacts will result from this project; therefore, a 
Negative Declaration is adopted. 
 
General Plan Findings:  Pursuant to Section 66473.5 of the California Government Code, the Planning 
Commission finds the proposed subdivision, together with the provisions for its design and improvement is 
consistent with the applicable goals and policies of the General Plan. 
 
 Project Findings :  The Planning Commission, making the environmental and General Plan findings 
above, approves #MS 8-2010, subject to the following conditions of approval as recommended within the 
staff report, further finding: 
 

Pursuant to California Government Code Section 66445(e) the Planning Commission finds that 
division and development of the property in the manner set forth on the approved or conditionally 
approved tentative map will not unreasonably interfere with the free and complete exercise of the 
public entity or public utility right-of-way or easement. 
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STANDARD CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL:  
 
For a Minor Subdivision which has been approved according to the Mendocino County Code, the following 
"Conditions of Approval" shall be completed prior to filing a Parcel Map  
 
ALL CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL MUST BE MET PRIOR TO EXPIRATION OF TWENTY-FOUR (24) MONTHS 
FROM DATE OF APPROVAL, UNLESS RENEWED PURSUANT TO THE MENDOCINO COUNTY CODE. 
 
**1. The subdivider shall acknowledge in writing to the Department of Planning and Buildings Services that all 

grading activities and site preparation, at a minimum, shall adhere to the following “Best Management 
Practices”.  The applicant shall submit to the Department of Planning and Building Services an 
acknowledgement of these grading and site preparation standards. 

 
a. That adequate drainage controls be constructed and maintained in such a manner as to prevent 

contamination of surface and/or ground water, and to prevent erosion. 
 

b. The applicant shall endeavor to protect and maintain as much vegetation on the site as possible, 
removing only as much as required to conduct the operation. 

 
c. All concentrated water flows, shall be discharged into a functioning storm drain system or into a 

natural drainage area well away from the top of banks. 
 

d. Temporary erosion and sediment control measures shall be established and maintained until 
permanent protection is established. 

 
e. Erosion control measures shall include, but are not limited to, seeding and mulching exposed soil 

on hill slopes, strategic placement of hay bales below areas subject to sheet and rill erosion, and 
installation of bioengineering materials where necessary.  Erosion control measures shall be in 
place prior to October 1st. 

 
f. All earth-moving activities shall be conducted between May 15th and October 15th of any given 

calendar year unless the Department of Planning and Building Services or other agencies having 
jurisdiction approve wet weather grading protocols. 

 
g. Future development shall be subject to implementing appropriate source controls found in the 

Mendocino County Standard Urban Stormwater Mitigation Plan (SUSMP).   
 

h. Pursuant to the California Building Code and Mendocino County Building Regulations a grading 
permit will be required unless exempted by the Building Official or exempt by one of the following: 

 
I. An excavation that (1) is less than 2 feet (610 mm) in depth or (2) does not 

create a cut slope greater than 5 feet (1524 mm) in height and steeper 
than 1 unit vertical to 1.5 units horizontal (66.7% slope) 

 
II. A fill less than 1 foot (305 mm) in depth and placed on natural terrain with 

a slope flatter than 1 unit vertical to 5 units horizontal (20% slope), or less 
than 3 feet (914 millimeters) in depth, not intended to support structures, 
that does not exceed 50 cubic yards (38.3 cubic millimeters) on any one 
lot and does not obstruct a drainage. 

 
**2. A notation shall be placed on the Parcel Map stating that, “Future development of buildings, building sites, 

access roads or driveways may be subject to the grading requirements and drainage control measures 
identified in the Conditions of Approval.” 

 
**3. A note shall appear on the Parcel Map that the access road, driveway and interior circulation routes be 

maintained in such a manner as to insure minimum dust generation subject to Air Quality Management 
District Regulation 1 Rule 430.  All grading must comply with Air Quality Management District Regulations 
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Rule 430.  Any rock material, including natural rock from the property, used for surfacing must comply with 
Air Quality Management District regulations regarding asbestos content. 

 
**4.  Adequate drainage controls shall be constructed and maintained in such a manner as to prevent 

contamination of surface and/or ground water, and to prevent erosion.  Erosion control measures shall 
include but are not limited to:  seeding and mulching exposed soil, strategic placement of hay bales below 
areas subject to sheet and rill erosion, and installation of bioengineering materials where necessary.  
Erosion control measures shall be in place prior to October 1ST.  All earth-moving activities shall be 
conducted between May 15th and October 15th of any given year.  

 
**5. This entitlement does not become effective or operative and no work shall be commenced under this 

entitlement until the California Department of Fish and Game filing fees required or authorized by Section 
711.4 of the Fish and Game Code are submitted to the Mendocino County Department of Planning and 
Building Services.  Said fee of $2,094.00 (or the current fee in effect at the time of approval) shall be 
made payable to the Mendocino County Clerk and submitted to the Department of Planning and Building 
Services prior to November 4, 2011 (within 5 days of the end of any appeal period).  Any waiver of the fee 
shall be on a form issued by the Department of Fish and Game upon their finding that the project has “no 
effect” on the environment.  If the project is appealed, the payment will be held by the Department of 
Planning and Building Services until the appeal is decided.  Depending on the outcome of the appeal, the 
payment will either be filed with the County Clerk (if the project is approved) or returned to the payer (if the 
project is denied).  Failure to pay this fee by the specified deadline  shall result in the approved 
entitlement becoming null and void.  The applicant has the sole responsibility to insure  timely 
compliance with this condition.  

 
6. Plant species listed as invasive (High, Moderate, or Limited) on the California Invasive Plant Inventory 

(Cal-IPC 2006) shall not be installed anywhere in the property as they would pose a risk to the rare plant 
communities, which are within close proximity to the project site. All reasonable efforts shall be made to 
control and remove existing or newly established populations of exotic species that may threaten onsite 
ESHAs. The use of herbicides for landscape maintenance is generally prohibited; however, to the extent 
allowed by the US Fish and Wildlife Service, careful spot application using standard products and 
techniques for invasive plant control is permitted as necessary to prevent infestations that may threaten 
the ESHAs. Some examples of invasive plants likely to be found that should be monitored and controlled 
are English ivy (Hedera helix), Himalayan blackberry (Rubus discolor), French broom (Genista 
monspessulana), and forget-me-not (Myosotis latifolia). 

 
**7. All external lighting shall be shielded and downcast to prohibit light from being cast beyond the property 

boundaries. The number of exterior lighting fixtures shall be kept the minimum required for safety. In 
addition, the use of motion sensors is encouraged. 

 
**8. The subdivider shall pay into the County Affordable Housing Trust Fund (per County Code Section 

20.238.035) an amount equaling 2% of the County-wide median sales price of a single family residence as 
determined by the County Assessor.  Said fee shall be collected prior to the recording of the Parcel Map. 

 
**9. There shall be provided an access easement of 40 feet in width (as per tentative map) from a publicly 

maintained road to each parcel being created.  Documentation of access easement shall be provided to 
the Mendocino County Department of Transportation for their review prior to final approval. 

 
**10. There shall be dedicated by Parcel Map (or granted by Grant Deed if a Unilateral Agreement is filed) a 30-

foot half-width along the east side of Mill Creek Drive, CR # 425, to provide for the ultimate improvement 
of the County road. This width shall be measured from the centerline of the existing right-of-way of record, 
or where no record right-of-way exists, from the center of the physical road.  

 
**11. If a Parcel Map is filed, all easements of record shall be shown on the parcel map.  All utility lines shall be 

shown as easements with widths as shown of record or a minimum of ten (10) feet, whichever is greater.   
 
**12. If approval of the tentative map is conditioned upon certain improvements being made by the subdivider, 

the subdivider shall notify the Mendocino County Department of Transportation when such improvements 
have been completed. 
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**13. If a Parcel Map is filed, all natural drainage and water courses shall be shown as easements on the final 

parcel map.  Minimum width shall be twenty (20) feet, or to the high water level plus five (5) feet horizontal 
distance, whichever is greater. 

 
**14. Construct a twenty-two (22) foot wide rocked road within the access easement, including eight (8) inch 

minimum rock base, from Mill Creek Drive.  Place drainage culverts where necessary.  New or replaced 
culverts shall be a minimum of 18 inches in diameter.  

 
**15. A standard private driveway approach, to serve parcel 1, shall be constructed from Mill Creek Drive, with a 

minimum width of ten (10) feet, and improved length of fifteen (15) feet from the edge of the County road, 
and paved with 2 inches of asphalt concrete over a minimum of 6 inches of aggregate base rock per 
MENDOT STD. NO’s A51B & C.   

 
**16. TRANS  A standard private road approach shall be constructed from Mill Creek Drive to a minimum width 

of twenty-two (22) feet, and improved length of twenty (20) feet from the edge of the County road and 
paved with 3 inches of asphalt concrete over a minimum of 8 inches of aggregate base rock per MENDOT 
STD. NO’s A51B & C.   

 
**17. Any proposed work within County rights of way requires obtaining an encroachment permit from the 

Mendocino County Department of Transportation. 
 
**18. A 40-foot radius turnaround shall be constructed within a 50-foot radius easement at terminus of access 

easements to the satisfaction of the Mendocino County Department of Transportation.   
 
**19. The private road serving the proposed subdivision shall be named on the Parcel Map .  Clearance for the 

road name shall be given by the Department of Planning and Building County Addresser.  
 
**20. It shall be the responsibility of the subdivider to provide a road name street sign. The sign shall 

conform to the county standards for signs.  Site addresses shall be posted for each of the 
proposed parcels in conformance with the MCC Section. 18.16. 

 
21. The subdivider shall comply with those recommendations of the CalFire letter of April 26, 2010 (CDF# 

125-10) or other alternatives as acceptable to the CalFire.  Written verification shall be submitted from 
both the Department of Forestry Land Use Division and Resource Division  to the Department of 
Planning and Building Services that this condition has been met to the satisfaction of the Department of 
Forestry. 

 
**22. The subdivider shall comply with those recommendations of CalFire and the Fort Bragg Rural Fire District 

or other alternatives as acceptable to the Fire District.  Written verification shall be submitted from the Fire 
District to the Department of Planning and Building Services that this condition has been met to the 
satisfaction of the Fire District. 

 
23. To comply with County General Plan Policy RM-56, the applicant is strongly encouraged to incorporate the 

use of energy saving measures, such as well designed, highly energy efficient home design, including 
Passive Solar Design, including orienting future structures to face the south, with appropriately designed 
overhangs, to maximize passive heating and cooling opportunities. Additionally, low energy use 
appliances is encouraged, including solar hot water heating systems, as is incorporating  the use of 
alternative electrical energy generation systems, such as photovoltaic panels. These measures are 
intended to both greatly reduce environmental impact relating to fossil fuel use, such as greenhouse gas 
generation, as well as reduce future occupant expenditures.  

 
**24. The applicant shall provide the Division of Environmental Health adequate advance written notice 

(minimum of 15 days) of the date and time any field soil testing procedures for any proposed on-site 
sewage systems to allow the Division of Environmental Health staff to be present for soil testing. 

 
**25. The applicant shall submit to the Division of Environmental Health an acceptable site evaluation report 

(DEH FORM # 42.04) for parcels 2 & 3, completed by a qualified individual demonstrating compliance with 
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the North Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board’s Basin Plan Policy for On-site Waste Treatment 
and Disposal and Mendocino County Division of Environmental Health’s Land Division Requirements 
(DEH FORM # 26.09).  

 
**26. The applicant shall submit to the Division of Environmental Health an acceptable site evaluation report 

(DEH FORM # 42.04) for a replacement system of the existing structure(s) located on parcel 1, completed 
by a qualified individual demonstrating compliance with the North Coast Regional Water Quality Control 
Board’s Basin Plan Policy for On-site Waste Treatment and Disposal and Mendocino County Division of 
Environmental Health’s Land Division Requirements (DEH FORM # 26.09).  

 
**27. The applicant shall submit to the Division of Environmental Health an acceptable site development plan at 

a scale of not more than 1 inch = 50 feet showing all adjacent parcels on one sheet completed by a 
qualified individual showing the location and dimensions of the initial sewage disposal system(s), 100% 
replacement area(s), acceptable setback distances to water wells and other pertinent setback distances 
which may impact project site development. Show UPC setbacks from sewer laterals to area for wells.  

 
**28. The applicant shall submit to the Division of Environmental Health an acceptable water quantity evaluation 

(DEH FORM # 26.05) completed by a qualified individual of a water source located on parcels 2 and 3 of 
the subdivision demonstrating an adequate water supply in compliance with the Division of Environmental 
Health’s Land Division Requirements (DEH FORM # 26.09). 

 
**29. The applicant shall submit to the Division of Environmental Health an acceptable standard mineral 

analysis performed by a certified public health laboratory from a source of water on the subdivision. 
 

30. A note shall appear of the Parcel Map that in the event that archaeological resources are encountered 
during development of the property, work in the immediate vicinity of the find shall be halted until all 
requirements of Chapter 22.12 of the Mendocino County Code relating to archaeological discoveries has 
been satisfied.  

 
31. It shall be the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that contractors engaged to perform work on the site 

are aware of county, state and federal regulations and that all work performed is in compliance with 
applicable conditions of this minor subdivision. 

 
32. Pursuant to Government Code Section 66492 & 66493, prior to recordation of the  Parcel Map, the 

subdivider must: (1) obtain a certificate from the Mendocino County Tax Collector stating that all current 
taxes and any delinquent taxes have been paid and; (2) pay a security deposit (or bond) for taxes that are 
a lien, but not yet due and payable.

Quality Act (CEQA), the County has conducted an Initial Study to determine whether the proposed project 
may have a significant adverse effect on the environment.
