OTHER RELATED APPLICATIONS ON SITE:

On October 26, 1981, the Board of Supervisors upheld the applicant’'s appeal of the Planning
Commissions denial of Use Permit #U 69-81 allowing for an addition to an existing commercial building
on the subject property for conversion to a light industrial use. The Planning Commission had considered
that the proposed Use Permit would be incompatible with the General Plan designation of Ag. at the

time.

In late 1981, the Mendocino County Board of Supervisors changed the General Plan and Zoning
designations of many inland parcels. The General Plan designation and zoning designation of the
subject property changed from Agriculture (GP) and A-C (Zoning) to Rural Community (GP) and Limited
Industrial (Zoning). Many of the surrounding parcels remained as Agriculture (GP) and a few became

RR 5 (GP) or RMR-20 (GP).
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In March 1989, a violation file was opened (Z 88-16) on the subject property as a result of the storage of
a significant amount of debris and miscellaneous equipment. Per a letter dated March 16, 1989, from the
Department of Planning an Building Services to the then property owner, the issue appeared to have
been in the process of being resolved. A site view by staff demonstrated that the property was clear of
the previously noted debris.

On August 13, 2009, the Zoning Administrator approved Use Permit # 6-2009 to allow retail sale
businesses in the limited industrial (I-1) zoned subject property. The entitlement included tasting rooms
as ancillary uses. Since the approval of this Use Permit, there have been a minimum of five (5) business
licenses issued for wine related businesses and two (2) other retail operations.

RELATED APPLICATIONS ON SURROUNDING SITES :

Use Permit # 87-75 approved for a wood waste disposal site approximately 2000 feet to the northeast
and across State Hwy 128 from the subject property. (No longer existing)

Use Permit # 13-73 approved for a private school approximately 1300 feet to the west of the subject
property. (No longer operating).

Use Permit # 19-95 approved for an inn with a maximum of 15 guest rooms. (Operating)

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The applicant is requesting to change the zoning on Assessor’s Parcel Number 046-
080-14 (approx. 2+-acres) from Limited Industrial (I-1) to General Commercial (C-2).

The site lies on the west side of State Highway 128 approximately ¥2 mile southeast of Philo and approximately
500 feet south of Indian Creek Road (CR# 129). Exiting development on the property includes recently
constructed commercial buildings (8,298 square feet of office and retail space), a 2,600 square foot single family
residence, a barn, one well, two septic systems and a paved parking area consisting of 24 standard spaces and 2
spaces for disabled employees or customers. The majority of current uses are wine sales, wine tasting, office
uses and storage. The applicant has recently submitted a building permit application to construct a 648 square
foot greenhouse with 300 square feet for additional storage and for the remodel of an existing commercial building
to include a 455 square foot wine tasting room, a 435 square foot commercial kitchen and one additional space
for retail.

The applicant is also interested in developing transient habitation units on the subject property which would be a
permitted use within the C-2 (General Commercial) zoning district.

The applicant states the following: “Property is better suited for commercial use. Few requests have been made
for industrial use. Property is in the center of tourist area in Anderson Valley, this rezone should provide better
services and jobs for the community. Transient housing is also a future possibility for here.”

STAFF ANALYSIS: The County differentiates between I-1 and C-2 as illustrated by the “intent” section of each
district as follows:

Mendocino County Code Section 20-096.005 describes the I-1 District as:

“This district is intended to create and preserve areas where manufacturing and industrial uses which evidence no
or very low nuisance characteristics may locate. Non-industrial uses, which support or are adjuncts to industrial
uses and are compatible with such uses, are permitted within the zone particularly administrative, sales and
service uses. (Ord. No. 3639 (part), adopted 1987

Mendocino County Code Section 20.092.005 describes the C-2 District as
“This district is intended to create and enhance commercial areas where complete retail sales and services are

available and desirable for public service and convenience. Typically this district would be applied where central
area commercial facilities were desired or at major roadway intersections. (Ord. No. 3639 (part), adopted 1987)”

The subject property was rezoned from A-1 (Unclassified District) to I-1 in 1981 when there was a major rezoning
of lands in the unincorporated area of Mendocino County. This action to rezone to I-1 was the result of a Use
Permit request for a Cottage Industry to allow the owner of the subject property to design and fabricate prototypes
which use alternative forms of energy. This Use Permit request was denied by the Planning Commission, finding
that the proposed use was too intense for a cottage industry in the A-1 zone. Upon appeal, the Board of
Supervisors approved the project with the direction to staff that the property be rezoned to I-1 so that the use
permit would not fall under the cottage industry definition. The proposed use would be permitted under the I-1
uses. The property has remained under the I-1 zoning district for 30 years and until 2009 the buildings on the
property were being used for offices for a business dedicated to architectural and design work.

In 2009, the current owner, James Roberts, applied for and was granted a conditional minor use permit to allow
for limited retail uses to permit wine sales, wine tasting and ancillary uses on the property. According to the
owner, there are currently four (4) separate tasting rooms on the property, office space and storage area. The
owner believes that there is little or no interest in providing space for industrial uses on the subject property and
he believes the property is best suited for commercial uses which would cater to the tourism industry of the
Anderson Valley by providing compatible businesses such as transient housing, a deli and wine related
commercial uses. Staff conducted a site view and determined that in additional to the wine tasting and sales there
is a combined cheese shop/garden supply outlet.

The current General Plan Land Use designation for this area is Rural Community (R-C) which includes Limited
Industrial (I-1) and General Commercial (C-2) as compatible zoning designations. The Rural Community Land
Use classification is defined as follows:

The Rural Community classification is intended to be applied to small, unincorporated towns and
community Centers (including areas in the Community Planning Areas) and to areas near City
boundaries, which provide a variety of community and tourist-oriented goods and services but may
not have well defined or identifiable commercial or residential districts. This classification may also
be appropriate around a central commercial or industrial nucleus.

The Rural Community designation anticipates multiple land uses on any given lot, consistent with
and supportive of a higher intensity of development in the community area core that will further
define each of these town centers. Preference shall be given to those projects providing affordable
housing, consistent with policies of the County’s Housing Element, and infill development.

The proposed rezoning to General Commercial (C-2) is consistent with the General Plan designation of Rural
Community (R-C).

The proposed rezoning is also consistent with the following Anderson Valley Goals and Policies:

Goal CP-AV-2: Expand economic and housing opportunities in Anderson Valley consistent with the
desired rural agrarian character of the valley.

Goal CP-AV-3: Focus development and community services in and around the four existing
communities-Yorkville, Boonville, Philo, and Navarro-in a manner compatible with
physical features and Natural resources.
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Goal CP-AV-4: Enhance the aesthetic appeal and economic viability of towns along the State Route
128 corridor.

Goal CP-AV-8: Expand and diversify existing economic ventures.

Policy CP-AV-1: The County shall concentrate new development in the four towns in Anderson Valley
(Yorkville, Boonville, Philo, and Navarro) and their immediate vicinities, and discourage
new retail Development outside of the four towns.

Policy CP-AV-7: Continue to promote diverse agribusiness as well as wine production and sales.

Policy CP-AV-10: Establish and expand commercial uses suitable to meet the needs of residents and
visitors.

Currently there are approximately 45 acres that are zoned Limited Industrial (I-1) in the Philo area of which over
50% of the area is underutilized, there are approximately 31acres in the Philo area that are either zoned Limited
Commercial (C-1) or General Commercial (C-2) of which at least 75 % of the area is in commercial use and there
are approximately 34 +/- acres that are zoned Rural Commercial (R-C). Areas that are zoned R-C require a minor
use permit or major use permit for all proposed commercial uses. Most areas that are zoned R-C in the area are
developed with single family residences.

Given that approximately 75 % of the C-1 and C-2 zoned properties in the Philo area are in commercial uses and
given that over 50 % of the industrial zoned lands in the Philo area are underutilized, the addition of the subject
property of 2+/- acres to C-2 is warranted and therefore staff supports this request to rezone the property from I-1
to C-2.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW: Staff notes that the environmental review must address potential impacts from the
range of C-2 uses that could be established on and conducted from the site.

Plant and Animal Life (Items 4 and 5) The California Natural Diversity Data Base Maps indicate that there are
coast fawn lilies and Sonoma tree voles in the vicinity. Impacts to the site have previously occurred through the
development of the subject site, neighboring roadway and surrounding properties and staff believes that the
proposed rezoning will not have a significant effect on the environment and a NEGATIVE DECLARATION should
be adopted. However, since there is a possibility of further commercial development on the property, the
rezoning may result in impacts to sensitive plants and wildlife habitat in the future. Therefore, the project is
subject to the Fish and Game Code Section 711.4, unless a waiver is granted by that agency.

Land Use (Item 8A): New uses that would be permitted by the change of zone are not believed to result in
significant impact due to the property’s location close proximity to the Philo town center, and sited close to a major
highway corridor. Further, given the limited size of the property, no major commercial traffic generating use would
likely be created on the site. Impacts that may result from site development, such as parking, signage, and
access development will be addressed by existing regulations such as the building and encroachment permit
processes.

The loss of the industrial land likely reflects the change in the regional economy, and removing the industrial land
use designation from the site may be in the best interest of the community over time.

The Division of Building Services will require that all changes in occupancy must be reviewed before operation,
during the business license application phase.

Transportation/Circulation (Item 12): The Department of Transportation has reviewed the proposed zone change
and has “no comment” with regards to traffic and circulation. The site is located on State Highway 128 and the
project was referred to the State of California Department of Transportation for comment but as of October 19,
2011, staff has not received any comments. However Cal Trans did comment upon the Use Permit # U 6-2009
referral that the road approach currently met State standards and no conditions for improving the access were
requested as part of that project approval.
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Public Services (Item 13): Comments were not received from the California Department of Forestry and Fire
Protection (Cal Fire) with respect to the proposed rezoning. The Anderson Valley Fire District has noted that the
applicant was in the process of meeting all required conditions necessary for local fire protection of the current
structures on the property. (Staff will update the Planning Commission at the Public Hearing for the rezoning.

Utilities (Item 15): The Division of Environmental Health has recommend approval of the rezoning but notes that
any changes to existing use must be compatible with permitted septic capacity.

On the basis of the environmental evaluation, staff has determined that the proposed project will not have a
significant effect on the environment.

GENERAL PLAN CONSIDERATIONS: The Anderson Valley Goals and Policies address the expansion of
regional tourism, as well as community and neighborhood commercial uses. The following General Plan Goals
and Policies dealing with commerce in the Anderson Valley Community (pages 6-6 and 6-7) relate to this project.

Goals

CP-AV-2: Expand economic and housing opportunities in Anderson Valley consistent with the desired rural
agrarian character of the valley.

CP-AV-3: Focus development and community services in and around the four existing communities—Yorkville,
Boonville, Philo, and Navarro----in a manner compatible with physical features and natural resources.

CP-AV-4: Enhance the aesthetic appeal and economic viability of towns along the State Route 128 corridor.
CP-AV-8: Expand and diversify existing economic ventures.

Policies

CP-AV-1: The County shall concentrate new development in the four towns in Anderson Valley (Yorkuville,

Boonville, Philo, and Navarro) and their immediate vicinities, and discourage new retail development outside of
the four towns.

CP-AV-10: Establish and expand commercial uses suitable to meet the needs of residents and visitors.

ENVIRONMENTAL RECOMMENDATION: Based on the above, no significant adverse impacts are anticipated
and a Negative Declaration is recommended.

GENERAL PLAN CONSISTENCY RECOMMENDATION: The proposed project is consistent with applicable
goals and policies of the General Plan.

PROJECT RECOMMENDATIONS: Staff believes that the re-classification to the C-2 zoning district is consistent
with the intent of the Rural Community land use designation. Staff recommends approval of Rezone #R 6-2011.

RECOMMENDED MOTION FOR THE PLANNING COMMISSION: The Planning Commission recommends that
the Board of Supervisors adopt a Negative Declaration and approve Rezone #R 6-2011 making the following
findings and subject to the following conditions of approval:

Environmental Findings:  No significant adverse environmental impacts will result from the proposed rezoning;
therefore, a Negative Declaration may be adopted.

General Plan Consistency Finding:  The proposed rezoning is consistent with the applicable goals and policies
of the General Plan.

Fish and Game Finding: The Planning Commission has evaluated the Initial Study and other information
pertinent to the potential environmental impacts of this project and finds that, based upon the existing use of the
project site and the possibility of future commercial development on the property; this entitlement does not
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become effective or operative and no work shall be commenced under this entittement until the California
Department of Fish and Game filing fees required or authorized by Section 711.4 of the Fish and Game Code are
submitted to the Mendocino County Department of Planning and Building Services. Said fee of $2094.00 (or the
current fee in effect at the time of approval) shall be made payable to the Mendocino County Clerk and submitted
to the Department of Planning and Building Services within 10-days after approval by the Board of Supervisors.
Any waiver of the fee shall be on a form issued by the Department of Fish and Game upon their finding that the
project has “no effect” on the environment. If the project is appealed, the payment will be held by the Department
of Planning and Building Services until the appeal is decided. Depending on the outcome of the appeal, the
payment will either be filed with the County Clerk (if the project is approved) or returned to the payer (if the project
is denied). Failure to pay this fee by the specified deadline shall result in the approved entitlement becoming null
and void. The applicant has the sole responsibility to insure timely compliance with this condition.

RECOMMENDED MOTION FOR THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS: The Board of Supervisors make the
environmental and General Plan findings contained within the above Planning Commission motion and adopts a
Negative Declaration and adopts Ordinance No. approving the rezoning Assessor’s Parcel Number
046-080-14 from I-1 to G-2.
